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Abstract: This contribution proposes additional requirements in TR 22.897 to take into account that an Isolated E-UTRAN can be added in the network to provide extra capacity and shall be able, when possible, to maintain a local database.
An  E-UTRAN that is able to work in isolated mode may have the capability to support a subset of subscriber data base (local subscriber data base). 

The public safety UEs operating under an isolated E-UTRAN shall be able to use public safety services such as push to talk.

An isolated E-UTRAN shall be able to provide a mean to update its local database on a per organization basis or on a per location basis.
An isolated E-UTRAN shall be able to provide communication means to a public safety user even if it is not registered in its local database.









When available, the connection between the E-UTRAN and the core network  and network data base shall be used instead of the local database.
