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Abstract: Proposal to clarify when the information is transferred (before or during the call).
Discussion

SA1#65 produced the first version of TR 22.810, on "Study of Enhanced Calling Information Presentation", with 2 use cases.
In these use cases, it is not clear when the information is transferred to the party receiving it (before or during the call). The call setup should be allowed to proceed regardless of the status of information transfer, and not wait for the information transfer to complete. Therefore, it is possible that only a subset of the information has been transferred before the called party answers the call. If only a subset has been transferred when the call is answered, naturally only this subset can be displayed to the party receiving the information before the call. The information transfer should continue also during the call, and it should be possible to display the remaining part and also the entire information during the call.
For clarity, it would be good to explain that it is possible that parts of the information can be displayed only after the called party has answered the call, because it may not be available.
Proposal

This document proposes to clarify that the information can be displayed to the receiving party before the called party has answered, if it is available to his UE, and that it can be displayed also during the call.
Please note that there are other input documents to this SA1 meeting, modifying different parts of TR 22.810, and some of the changes proposed here may become invalid once the other changes have been applied.

The ECI is presented to the called party before the called party answers if it is available to the UE of the called party, but it can be presented also during the call. This service should not negatively affect the voice and video quality between the calling and the called party. The calling party is allowed to select the specific information to be presented on the called party on a per call basis.
