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Abstract: 
In order to support different priorities of MCPTT calls, requirements on the 3GPP EPS are needed in addition to application level requirements.  Currently EPS systems provide 16 priority levels.  The network operator manages these levels according to the needs of the various customers and applications they support.

The MCPTT application manages the MCPTT priorities and issues requests to the EPS for prioritized services.  The EPS maps the MCPTT priorities into the  available priority levels defined in TS 23.303 [x].  The following requirements support the EPS management of MCPTT priorities.

It shall be possible to have multiple MCPTT Application priorities which are mapped to available EPS priority levels, based on network operator policy.

It shall be possible for the MCPTT Client on the UE to signal a different statuses to the MCPTT Application relative to a specific group, including at least “Public Safety Emergency” and “Normal”.
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
