Linked PWS multi-media messages

Description

The current deployed PWS only supports text messages, during a transition period until PWS multi-media message capability becomes ubiquitous end-to-end, both PWS text and multi-media message broadcast will be needed.  Many of these messages will need to be linked and their broadcast coordinated.

Pre-conditions

The public safety agency creating PWS messages will create both text only content and multi-media content. It is assumed that during the transition period that the same text content is used by UEs to inform the user regardless of their PWS multi-media capability
The PLMN operator supports both the PWS text message and PWS multi-media message capabilities.  The PLMN’s subscriber base is in transition from having UEs supporting the PWS text message only to UEs supporting both PWS text and multi-media messages.

Service Flows

1. The public safety agency creates a PWS message with both text and other multi-media content and transmits the PWS message to the PLMN operator.
2. The PLMN operator broadcasts the PWS message content.

3. UEs which only support PWS text messaging notifies the user of the presence of a PWS text message and displays it when requested by the user. The multi-media components of the PWS message are ignored.

4. UEs which support both PWS text and multi-media messages will notify the user of the presence of all the supported components of a PWS message (text only or text and multi-media) and display it when requested by the user.

Post-conditions

The UEs are able to identify the supported PWS message content and display it when requested.  The delivery of all the PWS message components are coordinated so the user is able to view the entire PWS message when notified.

Potential Impacts or Interactions with Existing Services/Features
This use case demonstrates some of the backwards compatibility considerations with the existing PWS text message capabilities.

Potential Requirements

1. The addition of multi-media PWS to a PLMN shall not require changes to existing UEs supporting PWS text messages only.
2. The PLMN shall be able to indicate to the UE PWS text messages and PWS multi-media messages linked together covering the same publice warning. 

3. The UE which supports PWS multi-media messages shall be able to present the linked PWS text messages and PWS
