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Introduction
FMSS describes different use cases showing how the MNO defines traffic steering policies based on some information, and that such policies can be used to steer traffic in (S)Gi-LAN.

This document proposes general requirements covering the aspect above, and makes a recommendation on protecting against accidental or voluntary sending of this information to the (S)Gi-LAN.
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Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to the TR 22.808 under Section 6.2 Potential additional requirements:

6.2.1
Generic potential requirements

The 3GPP Core Network shall be able to define and modify traffic steering policies  that are used to steer traffic flexibly in (S)Gi-LAN. These traffic steering policies are based on one or more pieces of information, such as MNO’s policies, user subscription, network status, application characteristics. 
The 3GPP Core Network shall be able to ensure that the information used to define these traffic steering policiesis not provided to (S)Gi-LAN according to MNO’s policies to maintain the MNO’s information privacy.
