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Abstract: This contribution proposes to modifing an existing requirement 1) to clarify what type of call is initiated and 2) to split what appears to be one requirement and one possibility into two requirements.
Existing requirement in section 4.3.4, Call Monitoring

“The MCPTT Service shall provide a mechanism for a MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to cause a UE to initiate a MCPTT call and begin transmitting (unit monitoring (UM)) for UEs within their authority.  This action may occur with or without any notification to the UE or user of the UE.”

This requirement is ambiguous as to the type of MCPTT call is initiated.  It seems to imply only an MCPTT Group Call, since the requirement ends in UEs (plural).  To make it clear that both an MCPTT Group Call and MCPTT Private Call are possible, it is suggested that the following be added “(either an MCPTT Group Call or an MCPTT Private Call)” and a few editing changes.

The added option to this requirement should be called out separately and modified appropriately so that it still retains the association to this requirement.

“The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to cause a UE to initiate an MCPTT call (either an MCPTT Group Call or an MCPTT Private Call) and begin transmitting (unit monitoring (UM)) to UEs within their authority.
This action (unit monitoring (UM)) may occur with or without any notification to the UE or user of the UE.”
