A couple of redundant requirements are proposed to be removed. Subsection headings are proposed to group similar requirements.  Additional corrections and clarifications are also proposed.

4.3.4
Receiving from Multiple MCPTT Groups
4.3.4.x  Multiple receiving
The MCPTT service shall allow a UE to be receiving or transmitting in one MCPTT Group while simultaneously receiving additional MCPTT Groups.
The MCPTT User shall be affiliated to the MCPTT groups that the UE monitors. 
Editor's Note: need to clarify that the UE could be affiliated to e.g. emergency groups and the MCPTT User could receive this. This is potentially inconsistent with a requirement indicating that a UE can be affiliated with certain groups in 4.3.1.

The MCPTT service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to prioritize the order in which multiple MCPTT Groups are presented by the UE.

The MCPTT service shall, provide multiple Talker IDs for display on UEs when multiple MCPTT Groups are received by the UE.


The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to configure the number (N4) of calls to be simultaneously received by a UE, authorized by an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to limit the total number (N5) of MCPTT Group transmissions that a UE can simultaneously receive.

4.3.4.x  Discreet monitoring 

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to receive MCPTT Group or Private Call transmissions from any MCPTT User within their authority without noticeable impact or knowledge of the user. 
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to cause a UE to initiate an MCPTT call and begin transmitting (unit monitoring (UM)) for UEs within their authority.  This action may occur with or without any notification to the UE or user of the UE.
4.3.4.x  Recording and Audit Requirements
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for a Public Safety Entity to log the metadata of the MCPTT Group and Private Call transmissions under the entity’s authority (e.g. start of call time, date, talker audio, Talker ID, Group ID, location information of the transmitting participant and end of call time).

If an MCPTT Group or Private Call uses end-to-end security, the MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for a Public Safety Entity to maintain the end-to-end security when the MCPTT Group or Private Call is logged.
