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Abstract: This contribution introduces the definition of dispatcher for MCPTT.

Introduction and Proposal
To help facilitate communication between multiple mobile devices and to integrate radio communication with other communication systems (such as a computer system,) a dispatch console may be used. A dispatch console is a device or system that allows a person or group of people to access communication systems and services. The person who operates a dispatch console is a dispatcher.

Dispatch consoles can be connected to a group call system wire (such as by an ISDN line) or via a radio base unit. When connected by wire, a dispatch console can be located at any location within or outside a radio coverage area. Specific users (such as a dispatcher) can be assigned priorities to allow them to override the communication of other users. The service rights of dispatchers are higher than those of common terminals.
In MCPTT 22.179 4.3 General Group Call, the dispatcher is mentioned, “The MCPTT service shall allow the MCPTT Administrator to designate specific MCPTT Groups to be inaccessible to other users, including dispatchers or supervisors.” But there is no definition about what it is. It is proposed to introduce the dispatcher definition in section 3.1

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Affiliated MCPTT Group Member: An MCPTT Group Member who has indicated an interest in the group and is allowed to receive and/or transmit Group Communications from/to the particular MCPTT Group. An MCPTT User may simultaneously be an Affiliated MCPTT Group Member of more than one MCPTT Group.

Broadcast Group Call: A group call where the initiating MCPTT User expects no response from the other MCPTT Users, so that when his transmission is complete, so is the call. The target MCPTT Users may be a subset of all of the system users, or it may be all of the system users.

Dispatcher: A dispatch console is a device or system that allows a person or group of people to full-duplex access MCPTT systems and services. The person who operates a dispatch console is a dispatcher. Dispatch consoles can be connected to a MCPTT group call via wire (such as by an ISDN line) or via a radio base unit. The service rights of dispatchers are higher than normal MCPTT group members.
Floor control: This is the arbitration system in an MCPTT service that determines who has the authority to transmit (talk) at a point in time. This functionality is used in MCPTT Private Calls and MCPTT Group Calls.
