Abstract: Summary of SA WG1 topics at TSG SA plenary.

Discussion and conclusion:

Companies were asked to submit MCPTT requirements contributions by the August SA WG1 meeting in order that SA WG1 can provide agreed requirements to SA WG2 to develop the high level architecture. This was noted.

TD S1‑142072 (LS In) LS from OMA COM: LS to TSG SA WG1, response to TD S1‑141590 LS on MCPTT Requirements (Source: OMA LS_1007).
Abstract: The OMA COM was pleased to receive LS TD S1‑141590 on MCPTT Requirements (May 2014) from TSG SA WG1. This liaison response answers the two questions from LS TD S1‑141590.
SA WG1 would be interested in having feedback from OMA on the following.
- Q1: 'As part of the ongoing work in OMA is there a plan for OMA to do an assessment of the MCPTT SA WG1 requirements and the degree to which they are already met within what is already standardised within OMA PoC?'
The OMA COM does not have an active work item to assess the degree to which MCPTT SA WG1 draft requirements are already met by existing OMA PoC standards. While the PCPS V1.0 WID envisioned that OMA would in 2014 support SA WG1 on Release 13 requirements for MCPTT, OMA COM believes that such an assessment could be initiated by 3GPP based on the latest input from OMA COM which is OMA-RD-PCPS-V1_0-20140428-D. This document contains the full list of requirements that have been realized by stage-2 and stage-3 specifications within OMA in previous releases of OMA PoC.
- Q2: 'Could OMA indicate what plans you have with respect to the MCPTT work in 3GPP?'
OMA COM is continuing its work on the Push-to-Communicate for Public Safety (PCPS) project that is tasked with consolidating OMA PoC v1.0, v2.0 and v2.1 requirements into a single PCPS v1.0 specification. In addition to the PoC requirements consolidation, current OMA COM PCPS work includes updates to existing specifications to synchronize to 3GPP Release 12 (i.e. SIP/IP Core operation alignment with 3GPP Release 12 LTE architecture; PoC Multicast alignment to use eMBMS over LTE).
The current PCPS V1.0 WID envisions the following future work, which is not yet covered by an active work item.

The Home Office commented on the statement 'PCPS V1.0 WID envisioned that OMA would in 2014 support SA WG1 on Release 13 requirements for MCPTT, OMA COM believes that such an assessment could be initiated by 3GPP based on the latest input from OMA COM which is OMA-RD-PCPS-V1_0-20140428-D' and asked whether SA WG1 should consider this. NSN commented that there was no work item to do this work. Companies can contribute to SA WG1 on this following normal procedures. This LS was noted.
TD S1‑142073 (LS In) LS from TIA TR-8.8: TD SP-130727 - LS on Mission Critical Push To Talk over LTE (Source: TIA TR 88-14-0033).
Abstract: The TIA TR-8.8 Broadband Data Committee is pleased to receive the subject document from TSG SA. TR-8.8 has been recently working on project TIA-4973.211 Requirements for the Mission Critical Priority and QoS Control Service.
This project has recently completed a ballot phase prior to publication and so it now represents a consensus of the TR-8.8 members. The committee is therefore contributing the TIA project work effort to TSG SA as an input to ensure regional requirements within the scope of the MCPTT work item are included in the subject document.

TD S1‑142074 (LS In) LS from SA WG3: LS on GCSE security (Source: SA WG3).
Abstract: SA WG3 has studied GCSE security in draft TR 33.888, in particular the re-usage of MBMS security for the MBMS Delivery of GCSE as specified in TS 23.468, and discussed the way forward regarding GCSE security in SA WG3#74bis and SA WG3#75. SA WG3 would like to inform that for Rel‑12 it has been decided that end-to-end security between two UEs or between UE and GCS AS, i.e. using application layer security, is assumed and that SA WG3 will not consider the use of MBMS security mechanisms in GCSE context. SA WG3 will only give requirements and solutions for the access via MB2 interface.
SA WG3 would like to inform that a new normative annex 'GCSE security aspects' for MBMS specification TS 33.246 has been created, for which SA WG3 agreed on security requirements in S3-140942 and DIAMETER based MB2-C solution in S3-140983. SA WG3 would like to inform that SA WG3 still needs to clarify whether BM-SC needs to implement message origin authentication from GCS AS at the MB2-U interface in order to avoid DoS attacks.
SA WG3 would like to ask CT WG3 to consider in their specification the following: in case CT WG3 believes that there is a need for any indication between GCS AS and BM-SC for the non-usage of MBMS security in the GCSE context, CT WG3 should decide on appropriate measures.
SA WG3 would like to ask SA WG2 and CT WG3 to reference TS 33.246 in their relevant specifications.

TD S1‑142007 (TS) Editorial revision of TS 22.179 (Source: Rapporteur).
Abstract: This contribution proposes an editorial revision to TS 22.179 V0.4.0 (2014-05), resulting in 0.4.1 (2014‑06).

Discussion and conclusion:

Blackberry asked whether the suggestions for restructuring which had been discussed over the e-mail list will be done. This will be handled under off-network topics. The editor was asked to include editorial corrections suggested. This updated TS was then approved for further updates.
TD S1‑142011 (P-CR) Collecting and uniquely labelling Variables (Source: US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution collects variables stated in the current requirements into an informative annex (table).

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office asked whether new variables in Annex B would need to be contributed or whether the Rapporteur will maintain this. The Rapporteur clarified that unless there are conflicting numbers suggested this can be dealt with by the Rapporteur. General Dynamics suggested that the document should be searched to determine where the values are used rather than having to maintain a table of references. It was clarified that the values in square brackets are just copied from the current text and will need to be fixed at some point. KPN thought the references were useful but did not think the numbers were needed. Deutsche Telekom also found the table useful and would like it to be maintained. It was agreed to keep the table. Telefonica asked to check the correctness of N1. This was checked off-line and the proposal revised in TD S1‑142113. The U.S. Department of Commerce reported that the Annex number for the History will be updated to the appropriate letter after adding any new Annexes. It was confirmed that the Rapporteur can add variables to the table that have been added by agreed contributions to SA WG1 meetings. This was then approved.
TD S1‑142008 (P-CR) Removal of Hanging Paragraphs in draft TS 22.179 v0.4.1 (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Document proposes some changes to the structure of the TS to remove 'hanging paragraphs'

Discussion and conclusion:

This was reviewed with the proposal in TD S1‑142053 and it was agreed that the hanging paragraphs should be resolved off-line by the Rapporteur for the next SA WG1 meeting. This was then noted.
TD S1‑142053 (P-CR) Clause structure for group call section (Source: General Dynamics UK Ltd).
Abstract: This contribution proposes changes to the draft (v0.4.1) of TS 22.179 the MCPTT Stage 1 specification [TD S1‑142007] in order to clarify the relationship between clauses and to remove a hanging paragraph (as per drafting rules). The change creates clauses at the same level firstly to.

Discussion and conclusion:

General Dynamics suggested this could be taken into account or merged with proposals in TD S1‑142008. The Rapporteur (US Department of Commerce) commented that the definition of a hanging paragraph was that it should not contain any text and did not understand this issue. Deutsche Telekom explained that the table for N1 shows clause 4.3 which did not define precisely which clause under 4.3 this referred to (4.3.1, 4.3.2, etc). The Home Office agreed that the precise referencing was not possible when there are hanging paragraphs. The Rapporteur commented that the requirements are numbered and therefore this should not be an issue. The Home Office replied that the drafting rules state that hanging paragraphs should be avoided. The Rapporteur commented that the drafting rules state: 'Hanging paragraphs ... should be avoided since reference to them is ambiguous.' (not a shall) and asked for guidance on how to restructure the TS to avoid them. The Home Office commented that issues are raised at TSG SA with TSs provided with hanging paragraphs and it often is left up to the WG Chairman to correct this before TSG SA approves the TS and this should be avoided. It was agreed that the hanging paragraphs should be resolved off-line by the Rapporteur for the next SA WG1 meeting. This was then noted.

Scope, overview and terminology

TD S1‑142054 (WID) Modification of WID MCPTT (Source: French Ministry of Interior).
Abstract: This contribution aims at modifying the mission critical Push To Talk work item description in order to extend it to any kind of data.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office commented that they have concerns over the MCPTT time schedule and asked whether this was expected to be an addition to the MCPTT work or to create a separate specification on this, as this could have an impact on the prioritisation of the MCPTT work. The French Ministry of Interior commented that there is a need to handle individual call priority and this would provide an early mechanism to be able to run a first version of video and other data management. The Home Office commented that the way this is suggested did not seem optimal or correct. Deutsche Telekom shared the concerns with the time line for MCPTT and there may not be enough time to complete the work if too much is included now, so would prefer to leave expansions to the next Release. Vodafone supported the Deutsche Telekom view. The French Ministry of Interior replied that they would have no interest in a system without this functionality. KPN commented that the MCPTT could be defined already as a multimedia system (e.g. Push to Transmit) but to leave this enhancement to further Releases. The SA WG1 Chairman asked for an informal show of support:

8 companies indicated support for this WID update.
-
7 indicated they did not support this WID update.
It was agreed that other media would be useful to add at a later time, but to start with voice for this WID. The Home Office some changes suggested in TD S1‑142055, such as changing 'Caller ID' to 'Transmitter ID' were useful. KPN suggested the TS title should also be corrected before the TS is approved. Companies were asked to discuss this and bring contributions to the next meeting. Alcatel-Lucent commented that changing the title was acceptable but care needs to be taken with changes in the requirements in order to ensure the meaning is still applicable. The SA WG1 Chairman asked for contributions to the next meeting on a new TS title, to add a statement to pre-warn other WGs that this covers voice and other media may be added in the future and to ensure the requirements are checked to enable adding other media in the future. KPN suggested checking the structure of the TS is appropriate to add more media types in the future. Companies were asked also to consider this. The Home Office asked how the group considered the interaction with GCSE to this. This should be raised under the GCSE agenda item. This WID updated proposal was then noted.
TD S1‑142055 (P-CR) Mission Critical Push to Transmit (Source: French Ministry of Interior).
Abstract: This contribution aims at modifying the mission critical Push To Talk user requirements in order to take into account all kind of data.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was noted.
TD S1‑142028 (P-CR) MCPTT scope (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: This contribution proposes text for the Scope specifically noting that MCPTT is intended to make use of capabilities defined in Proximity Services (ProSe) and Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE).

Discussion and conclusion:

KPN commented that isolated, nomadic networks should also be added. It was suggested to remove 'voice' from the first paragraph. It was suggested to remove 'only' from the second paragraph. Deutsche Telekom commented that TS 22.278 is expected to be cleaned up at the end of the Release to leave only agreed requirements so the meaning of second paragraph was vague. It was agreed to remove the second paragraph but to leave 'voice' in the first paragraph as this is the Scope for this Release. It was agreed to remove 'voice communications' and to add 'and isolated E-UTRAN operation for Public Safety'. General Dynamics suggested changing 'includes requirements' to 'provides the service requirements '. Ericsson commented that IOPS should not be included in the Scope if it is not used in the requirements themselves. General Dynamics suggested referring to services in a general way and questioned whether the Scope should refer to GCSE and ProSe. KPN considered IOPS should be given visibility rather than ProSe. The Home Office commented that as there is no use of IOPS in the TS at present it should not be included in the Scope now, but can be added later is necessary. The Rapporteur referred to 6.2.1 of the drafting rules which can help in drafting statements for the Scope. This was revised to include agreed changes in TD S1‑142099 which was approved.
TD S1‑142029 (P-CR) MCPTT references (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: This contribution proposes adding references to the ProSe and GCSE requirements specifications in support of using those capabilities as a basis for MCPTT.

Discussion and conclusion:

Ericsson asked whether the new references are referred to any longer in the TS. It was reported that there are proposals in this meeting which use them. Periods should be added to the existing references and strait quotes used instead of 'smart' quotes. This was revised in TD S1‑142100 which was approved.
TD S1‑142076 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: This document is intended to align the MCPTT (v0.4.1) Release 13 specification with the MCPTT terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544
Discussion and conclusion:

This was split and replaced by TD S1‑142079 to TD S1‑142088.
TD S1‑142079 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: This document is intended to align the MCPTT (v0.4.1) Release 13 specification with the MCPTT terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544
Discussion and conclusion:

This was a copy of the original document in TD S1‑142076 and was noted.
TD S1‑142080 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 - Section 4.1 Overview (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 1 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544. The 9 contributions are the document TD S1‑142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.

Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce questioned the meaning of the Affiliated MCPTT Group Members in the Venn diagram of Figure 4.1-1. The Home Office replied that this refers to Members who are not transmitting. General Dynamics added this can be Group Members currently out of coverage. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that for MCPTT we need to distinguish between the future state and active state of Group Members and pointed out the definition of Affiliated Member allows both receive and transmit. Kodiak Networks commented that the Member who has selected a Group and is transmitting on the group is part of the Transmitting Group and did not see the need for the Affiliated Membership. The Home Office clarified that Affiliated Members can be monitoring many Groups and select a group to transmit on. The figure should be clarified to indicate that it relates to a single MCPTT Group. The state diagram in TD S1‑142040 was reviewed. There were a number of comments on the meaning of the Venn diagram and proposals to clarify it were made. General Dynamics suggested the definitions text should be worked upon the clarify the different groups and states and then trying to produce the diagram. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that the definition of Affiliated Group Member contained a requirement which is not allowed according to 6.3.1. of the drafting rules and should be moved to the appropriate place in the TS. Deutsche Telekom questioned the addition of these terms as they are not well understood. Telecom Italia suggested the difference between a MCPTT User and Affiliated Member should be clarified in order to allow other definitions to be developed. NSN commented that what is needed is a clear service description in order to understand how a user goes from one state to another. This was left for an evening discussion using TD S1‑142021 as a basis for discussion and also refer to TD S1‑142040. This was further discussed in an evening session and the terminology part was revised in TD S1‑142118 which was approved and the remainder updated in TD S1‑142119
.
TD S1‑142119 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: This document is intended to align the MCPTT (v0.4.1) Release 13 specification with the MCPTT terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544. This document was revised following discussion of TD S1‑142080. TD S1‑142080 was split into 2 documents and this is the document that handles changes other than Selected MCPTT Group.
Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that the diagram implies a UE can be transmitting and receiving in a Group simultaneously. The Home Office commented that the Venn diagram is not needed if the updated state diagrams in TD S1‑142117 which cover this are agreed. This was then noted.
TD S1‑142040 (P-CR) MCPTT State Diagram (Source: Home Office.
Abstract: This document is linked to TD S1‑142009 (replaced by TD S1‑142076) and TD S1‑142021. This document is intended to support those contributions by providing a state diagram to help explain how the definitions work.

Discussion and conclusion:

Deutsche Telekom did not see the need of the Affiliated MCPTT Group Member as if a user is not receiving it then becomes a Group Member only. This was left for an evening discussion using TD S1‑142021 as a basis for discussion and also refer to TD S1‑142080. This was further discussed in an evening session and revised in TD S1‑142117 which was reviewed. It was suggested to add a note to each figure to clarify that they are for illustrative purposes and do not supersede the requirements. An editor's note was also added. 'Connected MCPTT User' should be 'MCPTT User'. The U.S. Department of Commerce proposed moving this to an informative annex. The Police of the Netherlands commented that this is meant to aid with understanding of the requirements and moving it to an Annex would be counterproductive to this. The Home Office agreed that it was better in the main body for the moment and may be considered for moving to an annex in the future. The U.S. Department of Commerce asked whether the new requirement under 4.13.1 allows for selection of only one Group or needs at least one selected Group. General Dynamics commented that we had already agreed that only one Group can be selected (text to be corrected at a future meeting). It was decided to remove the new requirements for further consideration and the P-CR was revised in TD S1‑142146 which was approved.
Evening drafting / discussions:

After some discussion on the state diagram figure the following was agreed for update:

There can only be a single MCPTT Group Selected instance (to be reflected in main body text and definitions in TD S1‑142080).
-
There can be multiple Affiliated MCPTT Group Member boxes (to be reflected in main body text and definitions in TD S1‑142080).
-
The figure should be simplified if possible and further complexity of the figure should be avoided.

-
'idle' should be 'standby'.

-
If considered necessary, a separate Off network figure should be added.

-
The transmit-only and receive-only cases should be removed from the figure to simplify it to show the transmit and receive allowed case. Further figures should be added for the transmit only and receive only cases.
-
The off-network MCPTT User part should be removed.

-
A short introduction to the figure should be added explaining what it intends to illustrate.

-
It was agreed that as much commonality as possible should be aimed for with the on-network and off-network states.

TD S1‑142006 (P-CR) Removal of requirements from definitions (Source: US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution proposes to delete the user requirements from the newly added definitions because requirements should not be part of the definitions, but rather be clearly stated elsewhere.

Discussion and conclusion:

If the definitions are to be updated to remove the requirements, the requirements should be included in the appropriate parts of the TS. Alcatel-Lucent commented that some of them are already included elsewhere. The Home Office commented that some of the requirements are captured in their contributions. This needed checking off-line and Motorola Solutions volunteered to do this and to create an update to this proposal in TD S1‑142101. TD S1‑142006 was then noted.

TD S1‑142101 Moving requirements from definitions to main body (Source: Motorola Solutions.
Abstract: Moves requirements text from definitions proposals to the main body of the TS.
Discussion and conclusion:

The second added requirement of 4.3 was covered by the preceding existing requirement and should be removed. The terminology of requirement in 4.3.1 was corrected. The suggested deletions marked with highlighting should be removed with revision marks. The changes to 3.1 were not needed and should be removed. This was revised in TD S1‑142147 which was approved.
TD S1‑142047 (P-CR) Introduction to dispatcher for MCPTT (Source: Huawei, TD Tech.
Abstract: This contribution introduces the definition of dispatcher for MCPTT. Note: This contribution uses MCPTT 22.179 v0.4.1 as the basis for the change.
Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce pointed out some places where requirements were included in the definitions. The definitions should be updated to remove requirements but can include clarifying statements to aid the understanding of the definition. MCC commented that the definitions should not contain requirements or clarifications but be concise and clear, the requirements and clarifications should be included in the main body of the TS. The definition of Dispatcher was clarified and Ericsson suggested removing the dispatch controller definition. There were many suggestions for the definition of Dispatcher. Telefonica suggested that the use of dispatcher and supervise dispatch could be removed from the document so the definition is not needed. This can be checked off-line and this contribution was revised in TD S1‑142102 which was approved.

Discussion and conclusion:

Alcatel-Lucent suggested removing the 'i.e.' part of 4.3.2. The unchanged clauses should be removed. This was revised accordingly in TD S1‑142128 which was approved.
TD S1‑142085 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 - Section 4.4 Private Call (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 6 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544. The 9 contributions are the document TD S1‑142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.

Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that there was a shall and a may in the same paragraph. General Dynamics clarified that the shall is for the mechanism to be provided but the may is referring to the possibility for the UE to call. The use of 'may' should be checked. This was left for further consideration and was noted.
TD S1‑142025 (P-CR) UE and User Discussion and Additional Requirements (Source: Home Office.
Abstract: This contribution is a discussion paper on the separation between User and UE in the MCPTT document and the point at which they merge and the ability to use functionality offered by MCPTT becomes a function of the MCPTT User permissions as opposed to the UE.
This was submitted late, but relates to the proposals in the Harris document submitted to this meeting (S1-142036) and suggests further changes and discussion relevant to that proposal.
Note: This contribution uses MCPTT 22.179 v0.41 as the basis for the change.
Discussion and conclusion:

Alcatel-Lucent commented that availability of the service description would provide context for this and help in understanding it. The Home Office explained that this was provided for initial discussion and feedback before bringing a proposal for inclusion in the TS. Deutsche Telekom commented that this was a useful diagram and more text on transmission from the MCPTT User to the network is needed. Alcatel-Lucent commented that the use of 'Connected' was not the usual terminology. It was clarified that 'Connected' here means in communication to the MCPTT Application Server. General Dynamics asked whether the users that are authenticated or each UE (device). This was left for further consideration and was noted.

Differences are noted with italic where applicable. Requirements are numbered to facilitate discussion.

Discussion and conclusion:

The SA WG1 Chairman asked whether companies were happy to split the requirements in this way into General, On-Network and Off-Network requirements. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that their proposals in TD S1‑142005 contains requirements related to Off-Network. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that they preferred the general requirements to be left in the text and to add sections for Off-network requirements and for both off-network and on-network common requirements. General Dynamics suggested the common requirements should be first. Deutsche Telekom commented that separation into three sections would aid Stage 2 architecture design. This was split into two parts in TD S1‑142109 and TD S1‑142110.
TD S1‑142109 (P-CR) MCPTT restructure (revision of part of TD S1‑142103) (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: The contributions proposes a restructuring of the document to indicate requirements common to both on and off network MCPTT use, on network only and off network only.
Discussion and conclusion:

This was revised off-line before presentation in TD S1‑142137 which was reviewed. General Dynamics suggested an improvement to the clause title. The restructure proposed was agreeable. This was revised in TD S1‑142148 which was approved.
TD S1‑142110 (P-CR) MCPTT common requirements (revision of part of TD S1‑142103) (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: The following changes are proposed in order to explicitly identify which requirements apply for MCPTT service regardless of On or Off Network operation. 
At a high level, the changes include: 
1)
Adding a clause with requirements that are common to both modes of operation. Requirements are 

numbered to facilitate discussion. 
2)
deleting those requirements from the previous clauses 4/5 that have been added to the new clause on 

common requirements. 
Requirements are numbered to facilitate discussion.
Discussion and conclusion:

It was commented that there had been a number of changes to the requirements text by other agreed proposals. Alcatel-Lucent suggested adding all agreed changes from other documents, then apply the new structure and move the updated requirements into the new structure. The SA WG1 Chairman requested the Rapporteur to create a version with the agreed changes before the restructure so companies can easily review the changes and then create another version with those changes shown in the new structure. The Rapporteur agreed that this can be done if some extra time is allowed for creating the final version. The Rapporteur will provide a version 0.5.0 at the end of this meeting and version 0.6.0 on the Monday after the meeting so that contributions to the next meeting can be based on version 0.6.0. General Dynamics commented that as the restructuring part is an indication of how clauses are moved to the new structure. The restructuring shown for clause X moves different parts of clauses into the new structure. It was understood that the Rapporteur would take the updated texts from agreed P-CRs into account when applying the new structure. Clause X.12 was new text and was agreed to be added to the draft TS. With this, this proposal was approved to be included in the draft TS.
TD S1‑142005 (P-CR) Requirements for Off-Network (Source: US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: A list of requirements for Off network.

Discussion and conclusion:

Alcatel-Lucent commented that they have an alternative definition for Off-Network in TD S1‑142104. The Home Office commented that the use of ProSe Group and GCSE Group was unclear and clarification on how they align with MTCPP rather than the differences should be provided. The U.S. Department of Commerce replied that Off-Network, the network does not know about the Group and cannot be considered as a GCSE Group. This should be discussed off-line. Requirement 5 of 6.3 was questioned. It was clarified that this is the scenario where the Group members move and go off-network (e.g. when inside a building). KPN commented that this seems to suggest that on-network members and off-network members of a Group will need to be constantly aligned, which is a difficult requirement. The relationship between off-network and on-network groups needs to be studied and contributions on this can be brought to the next meeting. The Home Office asked how it is determined that a whole Group is within range of each other. The U.S. Department of Commerce clarified that members of a group out of range will not be able to communicate. The Home Office suggested clarifying this as the current requirement implies all members of a Group is within communication range. Alcatel-Lucent commented that the on-network text should be reused and a multicast transmission can be made Off-Network, but only members in Range will receive it. KPN commented that it is unclear how requirement 6 can be met dynamically and would require configuration of the devices. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that the Group would set up at the scene and it was intended to use ProSe direct communication to set up the Group. The SA WG1 Chairman suggested such assumptions should be documented. KPN commented that 6.4 were general requirements for Late call entry and the information also needs to be available to UEs which are not Late call entry. Deutsche Telekom asked whether a hybrid Group, containing both on network and off-network members, was being considered. The proposal in TD S1‑142104 was reviewed. Requirement 2 required clarification and Deutsche Telekom suggested adding a service description of this requirement. The number of Off-network Groups that can be monitored simultaneously also needs to be added. The U.S. Department of Commerce were asked to bring contributions on this to the next SA WG1 meeting. This was merged into TD S1‑142112 and noted.
TD S1‑142104 (P-CR) MCPTT off network (revision of TD S1‑142031) (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: This contribution proposes text in support of using MCPTT service with ProSe. It is presumed that the existing text of the document is restructured to clearly indicate which requirements apply to both off network and on network use of MCPTT so that those requirements do not need to be duplicated in the off network clause. The addition of requirements regarding usage of ProSe with MCPTT are intended to eliminate the need to re-specify existing ProSe requirements for use with MCPPT.

Discussion and conclusion:

Deutsche Telekom asked whether it was correct that two off-network Groups cannot join. The U.S. Department of Commerce replied that an announcement group is possible to do this. The Home Office suggested this was an SA WG2 issue. General Dynamics agreed that such a discussion should be taken in SA WG2. Vodafone commented that the use of terminology for UEs and MCPTT UEs should be aligned. It was commented that 6.2 mandates that a MCPTT UE is a ProSe-enabled UE and there was no need for 'ProSe-enabled' to be inserted at the end of the requirement. The U.S. Department of Commerce suggested that this should refer to a Public Safety ProSe-enabled UE. An Editor's note should be added to describe whether any UEs in the Group have network coverage but are operating in direct communication mode, or there is any communication between UEs and the network. This was split into two parts in TD S1‑142111 and TD S1‑142112.
TD S1‑142111 (P-CR) MCPTT Definitions (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: This contribution proposes text for a definition of the Off Network MCPTT Service.

Discussion and conclusion:

This P-CR was approved.
TD S1‑142112 (P-CR) MCPTT off network (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: This contribution proposes text in support of using MCPTT service with ProSe. It is presumed that the existing text of the document is restructured to clearly indicate which requirements apply to both off network and on network use of MCPTT so that those requirements do not need to be duplicated in the off network clause.
Discussion and conclusion:

There was some discussion on including 'for ProSe Discovery' in the parentheses of 6.1 and this was removed and left for further discussion. The ProSe enabled UE operation in off-network mode while controlled by the network should be studied and contributions were invited on this. Kodiak Networks asked to remove 'for voice communication'. Contributions were invited to the overview in clause 6.1 and Alcatel-Lucent commented that a service description would also be useful. requirement 3 of 6.2 should be removed. It was commented that the elements which need to be pre-provisioned for off-network operation should be identified. AT&T commented that it is not always known which parameters will be needed off-network and all parameters may need to be provided. The Home Office asked whether the terminology changes agreed should be included. Alcatel-Lucent proposed that this is corrected at the next meeting. General Dynamics suggested adding 'to all other users in the call' in requirements 5 and 6. The Home Office suggested removing 'monitor' from 6.3. General Dynamics commented that the detection of a Group in communication range is unclear as it can only be determined that a User is transmitting using a certain Group ID. Telecom Italia commented that communication range is not used elsewhere in this document. Alcatel-Lucent suggested adding a reference to ProSe where this is defined. Ericsson suggested that the intention is that a UE can monitor all Groups transmitting within range. Alcatel-Lucent commented that listening is a common issue and this is getting the list, which is under listening requirements. Call monitoring is covered by common requirements and 6.3 should be removed. The Home Office proposed moving 'in progress' to before 'off network' in X.6.1. It was suggested that all UEs need to keep awareness until it is cancelled. Alcatel-Lucent commented that there may be some problems with this requirement when off-network. The Home Office suggested that 'initiator' should be 'authorised participant' in requirement 1 of X.6.1. New terminology agreed at this meeting needed to be included in this proposal. In 6.6, the Rapporteur was asked to replace 'Nx' with the next available number. 'Communication transmissions' should be changed to 'calls'. The Home Office asked what is meant by 'approaching the edge'. This was considered an on-network requirement. This should be removed and contributed to the next meeting for on-network. An indication from a UE when about to move out of range when off-network should be considered and contributions prepared for the next meeting if necessary. The first requirement should be clarified that it 'shall be able to operate'. The second requirement in 6.6 should be moved to 6.7. Ericsson commented that there was a potential contradiction between requirements 1 and 4. An editor's note should be added to clarify this is done on a Group basis. NSN asked whether requirement 3 was utilizing a relay. Requirements 2 and 3 should be removed. The Police of the Netherlands asked what 'fully compliant' meant in 6.8. It was decided that this belongs to the on-network clause as Relay should be transparent to the relayed UE and clause 6.8 should be removed. This was revised with the agreed changes in TD S1‑142153 which was approved.
TD S1‑142065 (P-CR) Requirements for Off-Network (Source: US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: A list of requirements for Off network.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was merged into TD S1‑142112 and noted.

TD S1‑142049 (P-CR) Modifications to 4 2 Floor Control (Source: Motorola Solutions, SouthernLINC).
Abstract: Modifications to clause 4.2 of TS 22.179 V0.4.1 (2014‑06) are proposed.
This contribution corrects the improper use of the term 'participant' based on its current definition requiring already being in a call, and provides additional requirements that are sourced from OMA-PCPS and ETSI-TCCE. The new requirements from OMA-PCPS and TCCE were modified to meet the MCPTT TS 22.179 format, definitions and writing style prior to insertion.
The OMA-PCPS requirements were sourced from 'TD S1‑141227 LS to TSG SA, SA WG1 and SA WG2 on MCPTT requirements'.
The TCCE requirements were sourced from 'TD S1‑141225 URS CCA TR_draftav006 stable rev MQ (1)'. Additional corrections and clarifications are also proposed.

Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce asked whether this applies to off-network. Motorola Solutions replied that there can be no floor controller in off-network mode. The U.S. Department of Commerce asked whether there was a requirement to specify exactly which members of the group should join. Motorola Solutions replied that the only requirement would be that if not all Group Members are available the call will not start. Cassidian commented that this is not all floor control requirements, but some are set-up requirements. The Home Office commented that it should be clarified that only one user is transmitting at any time. general Dynamics asked what the requirement for an indication of starting to transmit was for. Motorola Solutions replied that this was requested so receivers can act upon this, e.g. change volume controls. This should be clarified. Ericsson asked to align the terminology for 'able to transmit' and 'allowed to transmit'. General Dynamics commented that there is potential for a stack of overridden transmissions and the maximum overrides needs to be considered. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that 4.2.x should be rephrased not to put requirements on the user and the order of queuing and indicating to the user should be clarified. Descriptions of Override and Pre-emption should be added for clarity. The final requirement is not related to floor control and should be moved. This was further discussed off-line and revised in TD S1‑142114 which was reviewed. The Home Office suggested adding text on an exception to the second requirement if an MCPTT Group allows simultaneous transmitting by Members in override. Alcatel-Lucent commented that the current text only allows authorised Members to listen and this should be reflected in the exception. Telefonica pointed out that this would imply separate streams on the channel would be needed and both would need to be listened to. This issue needs to be further studied and an Editor's note was added to highlight this issue. 4.2.x needs to be labelled of where it came from in the original text. This was revised according to agreements in TD S1‑142149 which was approved.
TD S1‑142026 (P-CR) Call Commencement Modes Consolidation of Requirements (Source: Home Office.
Abstract: This contribution seeks to collect similar requirements into the same section, so that these can be easily identified as a distinct functionality. The name 'Call Commencement Mode' is then proposed for this functionality, the idea is that this should help downstream groups. The changes are made against MCPTT 22.179 V0.4.1

Discussion and conclusion:

This was revised to include parts of TD S1‑142049 in TD S1‑142115 which was reviewed. The Police of the Netherlands asked whether in 4.X.1 second paragraph whether resources availability is confirmed. This was not part of the proposed changes. It was asked how the MCPTT service can have knowledge that some affiliated Members are not participants. This needed clarification and an Editor's note was added to indicate this. Text which has been moved from other places needs to be shown as deleted in the contribution. This was revised to make the agreed changes in TD S1‑142150 which was approved.
TD S1‑142050 (P-CR) Modifications to 4 3 General Group Call (Source: Motorola Solutions, SouthernLINC, Harris).
Abstract: Modifications to Clause 4.3 of TS 22.179 V0.4.1 (2014‑06) are proposed. This contribution provides additional requirements that are sourced from OMA-PCPS and ETSI-TCCE. The new requirements from OMA-PCPS and TCCE were modified to meet the MCPTT TS 22.179 format, definitions and writing style prior to insertion. The OMA-PCPS requirements were sourced from 'TD S1‑141227 LS to TSG SA, SA WG1 and SA WG2 on MCPTT requirements'. The TCCE requirements were sourced from 'TD S1‑141225 URS CCA TR_draftav006 stable rev MQ (1)'. Additional corrections and clarifications are also proposed.

Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce suggested modifying the text to clarify which list is referred to by each requirement. The meaning of 'newly affiliated members' is ambiguous as the information can be different for different requesters of the list, depending on the information they have at any time. A number of other clarifications were requested and this was further discussed off-line and revised in TD S1‑142116 which was reviewed and approved.
TD S1‑142020 (P-CR) Clarification on the use of Group Regroup and User Regroup (Source: Harris Corp., Motorola Solutions Inc., US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution proposes modifications to the use of Group Regroup and User Regroup as nouns, verbs, or adjectives in order to clarify the requirements currently written.

Discussion and conclusion:

General Dynamics did not like putting 'i.e.' into a heading. This can be improved at a later time, before the TS is sent to TSG SA. Editorial errors should be corrected by the Rapporteur when implementing. This was then approved.
TD S1‑142044 (P-CR) Clarification of regroup requirements in TS 22.179 (Source: BlackBerry UK Ltd.).
Abstract: Currently TS 22.179 defines Group Regroups as 'The temporary combining of a multiplicity of groups into a single group.' However it is not stated that the groups are involved in active MCPTT sessions when the regroup takes place.

Discussion and conclusion:

Motorola Solutions commented that it is not clear that this applies only to active sessions. This was then noted.
TD S1‑142019 (P-CR) Modification of a call monitoring (clause 4.3.4) requirement (Source: Harris Corp., Motorola Solutions Inc., US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution proposes to modifying an existing requirement.
1)
to clarify what type of call is initiated and.
2)
to split what appears to be one requirement and one possibility into two requirements.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office commented that they have a related change to the requirement in TD S1‑142084 which would need to be modified to take this change into account if it is agreed. The text of '4.3.X Administrator Listening Capabilities' from this contribution was reviewed with these changes. Deutsche Telekom commented that the terminology for unit monitoring is unclear. Cassidian reported that the TETRA terminology is 'ambient listening'. The U.S. Department of Commerce did not agree with using 'however' at the end of clause 4.3.X. It was commented that the term 'half-duplex' should be replaced with stage 1 terminology. It was decided to remove this sentence. The Home Office asked whether the UE would only transmit on the one Group. Cassidian commented that the MCPTT Administrator will ask the User whether the PTT key should be pressed, as the User does not have the permission to do so. It was suggested a paragraph to describe this use-case should be added and Cassidian agreed to try to provide this to the next SA WG1 meeting. This should be made a separate clause as proposed in TD S1‑142084, but the title should be corrected to 'Remotely initiated MCPTT Call. An editor's note was added to add a reference to TETRA ambient listening and add a similar requirement for Group Call. This was revised off-line in TD S1‑142120 which was reviewed. It was clarified that the changes from each of the three source contributions were presented and then a combined set of changes to the original text, editorially combining text where more than one change has been made to the same requirements. This was approved.
TD S1‑142084 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 - Section 4.3.4 Call Monitoring. (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 6 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in S1-141544. The 9 contributions are the document S1-142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.
Discussion and conclusion:

Changes for clause '4.3.X Administrator Listening Capabilities' were included in the revision of TD S1‑142019 and should be removed. The main aspects of this document were covered in the revision of TD S1‑142069 and this was then noted.
TD S1‑142069 (P-CR) Modifications to 4.3.4 Call Monitoring (Source: Motorola Solutions Inc.).
Abstract: Modifications to clause 4.3.4 of TS 22.179 V0.4.1 (2014‑06) are proposed. A couple of redundant requirements are proposed to be removed. Clause headings are proposed to group similar requirements. Additional corrections and clarifications are also proposed.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was agreed that 'monitoring' should be replaced by 'receiving' where appropriate throughout the text. Deutsche Telekom suggested adding an editor's note that the MCPTT User can receive the UE's affiliated groups. This should also be checked for alignment with the clause structure proposed in TD S1‑142084. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that requirements previously agreed should not be changed by new contributions received. The SA WG1 Chairman replied that all requirements can be changed while the TS is being developed. MCC commented that all changes agreed by the meeting need to be implemented into the draft and inconsistencies created should be resolved by other company contributions to the SA WG1 meetings. Alcatel-Lucent suggested including the concern of inconsistent requirements in the editor's note. This was revised off-line in TD S1‑142121 which was reviewed. It was suggested to replace 'monitors' with 'receives' and this was revised to also remove the highlighted text moved into another proposal and changes on changes in TD S1‑142151 which was approved.
TD S1‑142052 (P-CR) Clarify Private Call and Broadcast Group definitions (Source: General Dynamics UK Ltd.).
Abstract: This contribution proposes changes to the draft (v0.4.1) of TS 22.179 the MCPTT Stage 1 specification [TD S1‑142007] in order to clarify Private Call and Broadcast Group definitions. At the same time all definition terms have been formatted bold inline with the 3GPP specification drafting rules.

Discussion and conclusion:

Deutsche Telekom commented that the definition of 'Private Call' would replace the use of '1-to-1 call', which would need to be changed throughout the document. This was agreed and 1-to-1 Call and Individual Call definitions should be removed and the text changed appropriately throughout the TS. The Rapporteur was asked to make this change after updating the TS with agreed the P-CRs from this meeting. The U.S. Department of Commerce suggested removing the addition to Broadcast Group Call, as it should be included in the main body or as a note. This was agreed. This was revised accordingly in TD S1‑142122. This was revised off-line in TD S1‑142142 and was approved.
TD S1‑142036 (OTHER) Modified requirements for clause 4.4 to address FFS on UE/User authorizations (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: This contribution provides modification and deletion of requirements in clause 4.4 to resolve the FFS item on the relationship between UE and User authorizations.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office agreed with this proposal and had provided a document which identified other areas where the correction could be made. Alcatel-Lucent suggested removing the Editor's note. The Home Office commented that this is still needed for other clauses and it was decided to keep it now and remove it when no longer needed. Users should be replaced by MCPTT User. This was revised accordingly in TD S1‑142123 which was approved.
TD S1‑142037 (OTHER) Additional requirements for clause 4.4 to address FFS on Private Call override (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: This contribution provides additional requirements for clause 4.4, Private Call to resolve the FFS item on Private Call override capabilities.
Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that the second and third paragraphs should be placed in the interworking clause, or a new clause heading added. It was agreed to place them in the interworking clause. The Home Office commented that 'their peer' should be changed to 'the other participant'. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that the use of capitalisation for terms should be avoided according to the drafting rules. General Dynamics commented that capitalisation of defined terms highlighted that it was a defined term when used in the text. There was little support for removing existing capitalisation and it was decided not to replace it. This was revised to TD S1‑142124 which was approved.
TD S1‑142090 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #2 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 2 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office commented that these changes overlap with the floor control changes of other proposals and suggested merging these with those revisions. The first two and fourth requirements should be included in the revision in TD S1‑142114. The location in the TS of third requirement needs to be determined. The Home Office suggested changing 'authorised to request to transmit' to 'authorised to select to transmit'. The U.S. Department of Commerce suggested the use of 'designate' was inaccurate and this should be 'configure' or similar. Deutsche Telekom asked whether this configuration is done when joining a Group or whether it is in the subscription. It was agreed that this should be a subscription configuration. KPN suggested separating authorisation for transmission and listening rather than the MCPTT Administrator configuring. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that clarification is needed on whether this is subscription permission or floor control permission. This was revised to clarify the third requirement and place it in an appropriate place in the TS in TD S1‑142125 which was reviewed. The floor control added/deleted heading should be removed to clarify this is not being removed from the TS. An editor's note for 4.X.3 to be reviewed should be added. General Dynamics commented that individual participant is incorrect at configuration time. This should be corrected. This was revised off-line in TD S1‑142152 which was reviewed. This was revised to show the original text as well as the addition in TD S1‑142154 which was approved.
TD S1‑142091 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #3 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 3 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.

Discussion and conclusion:

General Dynamics commented that the existing requirements in the TS were not shown. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that they also prefer to leave out existing text to avoid comments on parts that are not changed. The SA WG1 Chairman commented that existing text should always be shown and discussion of changes to existing text will be accepted or rejected depending on the relevance related to the proposed changes. The Home Office asked for clarification of the meaning of 'associate' in terms of functionality. General Dynamics suggested replacing 'associate'  with 'create a Group Broadcast Group from'. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that they would like to be able to access all 'sub Groups' of a 'super Group' by use of an 'Announcement Group'. The SA WG1 Chairman suggested adding this clarification and to add a short description of what this is and why it is needed. KPN commented that the existing requirement states that a Group Broadcast Group has priority over subordinate Groups and the new priority requirements are not needed. This was revised according to agreements in TD S1‑142126 which was approved.
TD S1‑142092 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #4. (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 4 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.

Discussion and conclusion:

Alcatel-Lucent asked, for 4.3.3, whether it is intended to encrypt and decrypt or to configure the conditions where encryption is needed. Haris suggested clarifying that the Administrator configure whether or not a temporary Group is encrypted. This requirement needed further study on whether this should be for general Group Call or not and should not be added at this time. The U.S. Department of Commerce asked whether relays are considered for this. The Home Office commented that this proposal is not related to relays. It was reported that the common on-network and off-network clause and the off-network clause will have clauses on relays. It was clarified that new requirements in 4.3.4 repeat the UE requirements for the user. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that the N4 and N5 in the new text should be changed as they need to be greater than or equal to the values for the UE. Telecom Italia did not think specifying requirements for the user in addition to the UE for this Release was unrealistic as all requirements would need to be repeated for the user. NSN commented that the MCPTT Work Item is a user service and suggested only the user requirements are specified and the UE requirements should be derived from them. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that both UE and user requirements need to be specified. An editor's note was included in the proposal to study this issue. This was revised to include only clause 4.3.4 with modification of N4 and N5 in TD S1‑142127 which was approved.
TD S1‑142081 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in S1-141544 - Section 4.2 Floor Control. (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 3 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in S1-141544. The 9 contributions are the document S1-142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was covered by other revisions and was noted.
TD S1‑142082 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in S1-141544 - Section 4.3 Group Call. (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 4 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in S1-141544. The 9 contributions are the document S1-142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.
Discussion and conclusion:

Alcatel-Lucent commented that there is a requirement for the MCPTT Administrator to define membership of an MCPTT Group and asked what is added by the new requirement for the MCPTT server to create Groups of Groups. It was suggested to add an editor's note to clarify this. Harris asked whether it was necessary to state 'from any location' as this is implicit. The Police of the Netherlands suggested adding an editor's note to consider adding a requirement to describe the access capabilities of the administrator. The acceptable changes were merged into the revision document in TD S1‑142116.

Performance (changes related to clause 4.5)

TD S1‑142018 (P-CR) Modification to first note in clause 4.5.1.2 (Source: US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution modifies the first note in clause 4.5.1.2 to remove the <bad characters> in the middle of the sentence and correct format of sentence.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was reviewed and approved.
TD S1‑142108 (P-CR) Modifications to 4.5.1 MCPTT Access time and Mouth-to-ear latency (revision of TD S1‑142057) (Source: Huawei, TD-tech).
Abstract: This contribution clarifies the application scenarios of KPI2, based on the doc TD S1‑141115 presented by Ericsson in SA WG1#66 meeting. And additional corrections are also added.

Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce asked whether it should be MCPTT User or MCPTT Group Member in the note. The Home Office suggested it should be Affiliated MTCPP Group Member and suggested rewording the note to remove the double-negative phrasing. There was some discussion on when the KPI 2 is applicable. It was clarified that it is not applicable when there is no acknowledgement requested. The note was clarified and the proposal was revised, also to remove changes on changes, in TD S1‑142129 which was approved.
TD S1‑142038 (OTHER) Additional requirements for 4.5.2 to address FFS on late call entry for encrypted calls (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: This contribution provides additional requirements for clause 4.5.2, Late Call Entry Performance to resolve the FFS item on late call entry requirements for encrypted calls.

Discussion and conclusion:

The additional four requirements in 4.5.2.2 should be shown as additions with revision marks. Alcatel-Lucent suggested rephrasing the first requirement to make it clearer. The text on MCPTT ciphered/unciphered transmissions of the original requirement (not shown in the proposal) should be modified  to refer to Late Call Entry requests and the sentence clarified that it is for calls without application layer encryption within an MCPTT system. It was suggested to replace 'isolated to' with 'within one' in the first and third new requirements. Alcatel-Lucent commented that KPI 4 is already used and should be changed. The U.S. Department of Commerce agreed but added that it is measured at the same point. It was suggested to use KPI 4a for unencrypted and KPI 4b for encrypted values. This was revised accordingly in TD S1‑142130 
TD S1‑142017 (P-CR) Moving references from clause 4.5.3 to clause 2 (Source: US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution moves the references from clause 4.5.3 to clause 2 and updates the cross reference to reflect this change.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was covered by the proposal in TD S1‑142046 and this was noted.
TD S1‑142046 (P-CR) References and Abbreviations for MCPTT Audio / Voice Quality (Source: General Dynamics UK Ltd.).
Abstract: This contribution proposes changes to the draft MCPTT Stage 1 specification (v0.4.1) [TD S1‑142007] in order to regularise the use of references and abbreviations in the 'Audio/Voice Quality' clause of the document

Discussion and conclusion:

This took the additional references list and included them in-line with the requirements text, adding them to clause 2 references. This was revised to include agreed changes from TD S1‑142097 in TD S1‑142131 which was approved.
TD S1‑142097 (P-CR) Modifications to 4.5.3 Audio Quality (revision of TD S1‑142058) (Source: Huawei, TD-tech).
Abstract: This contribution proposes clarifications of audio quality to make sure the MCPTT service can provide an acceptable Average MOS LQO when interworking with non-LTE MCPTT systems.
Discussion and conclusion:

The references created by TD S1‑142046 need to be included in this proposal. The U.S. Department of Commerce asked whether the values '[3.0]' should be fixed and the brackets removed, or brackets added to the values '2.7'. It was agreed to remove the brackets and the Editor's note should be removed. The use of isolated should be changed to 'within one' as agreed throughout. LTE should be removed as it is redundant. Nokia Siemens Networks commented that the figures should be included in a table to facilitate finding them. This should be contributed if wanted.  General Dynamics suggested merging this into TD S1‑142131. This was agreed and agreed changes were merged into TD S1‑142131.
TD S1‑142086 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 - Section 4.5.1-4.5.2.3 Call Performance (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 7 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544. The 9 contributions are the document TD S1‑142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was reviewed and approved.

MCPTT Priority (changes related to clause 4.6)

TD S1‑142016 (P-CR) Modification to an MCPTT Emergency Alert requirement, 4.6.1.3.1 (Source: Harris Corp., Motorola Solutions Inc., US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution modifies one of the requirements in clause 4.6.1.3.1, MCPTT Emergency Alert in order to clarify the requirement.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was reviewed and approved.
TD S1‑142056 (P-CR) Generic Priority Management (Source: French Ministry of Interior).
Abstract: The purpose of this document is to describe the need for priority management.

Discussion and conclusion:

KPN commented that pre-emption and priority apply to floor control, overall system and radio interface and there are different structures for these. The French Ministry of Interior clarified this is not floor control but only relative call priority Deutsche Telekom asked how the higher priority UE can signal the network under congestion conditions. The French Ministry of Interior clarified this is Application Layer Priority (between the Application and the UE) and the calls are already established and the application will need to terminate one call and establish the higher priority call. KPN commented that this was not the usual way of managing congestion conditions. The SA WG1 Chairman suggested to clarify that this is Application Layer Priority. The Home Office commented that this appeared to be general requirements and should be integrated into 4.6 and asked for the rational for the 30 layers of priority suggested. The French Ministry of Interior replied the 30 levels came from the ETSI figures. The Home Office suggested referring to the source ETSI document here. KPN commented that if this is Application Layer, then the resources need to be visible at the Application Layer and asked how this could interact with the radio layer prioritisation under radio resource congestion conditions. After some discussion the content of this proposal was considered valuable but in need of further clarification on handling changing priorities from the Application Layer for specific calls and how this maps to the radio resource scheduling and prioritisation. The Home Office commented that SA WG2 had indicated that they need very clear requirements from SA WG1 on prioritisation issues for efficient work. The U.S. Department of Commerce considered this a scoping issue as it deals with resources allocated for the Application Server. The requirements in 4.6.1.4 were reviewed. General Dynamics commented that information will need to be provided to the Application Layer to decide when to stop any existing calls. Deutsche Telekom suggested change Application Layer to MCPTT system in the first requirement and 'capacity' to 'capability'. The Home Office suggested breaking up the hanging text in 4.6 to clauses to structure the different requirements. This should be proposed at a future meeting. Cassidian commented that there are no MCPTT calls which have a capability to be pre-empted as all MCPTT calls of a lower priority than the pre-empting call can be pre-empted. The Home Office commented that the proposal refers to a call priority which implies individual transmission priorities rather than the priority for the Group. Telefonica asked whether the 'MCPTT System' was the whole end-to-end system. It was clarified that in this context it is the Application Layer. A definition of MCPTT system is needed in the TS. After on-line editing of the proposal a set of requirements was an agreed and the proposal was revised in TD S1‑142132 which was approved.
TD S1‑142106 (DISCUSSION) Discussion on MCPTT Voice call initiation (revision of TD S1‑142041) (Source: LG Electronics, Inc.).
Abstract: This paper address the need for suitable consideration of MO MCPTT call prioritization. Two possible scenarios are proposed to consider with more emphasis given to the dedicated spectrum use case for MCPTT.

Discussion and conclusion:

Deutsche Telekom asked whether there would be some reserved resource available to ensure that the requests can be made during congestion. LG Electronics confirmed that the procedures should allow this. Ericsson asked whether this was individual call priority or something else. LG Electronics replied that this is not individual call initiation but classes and priority levels. Alcatel-Lucent commented that this adds another layer of complexity for priorities of MCPTT Applications. Vodafone asked why this was not an ACDC requirement and asked whether the general public MCPTT applications should be allowed to get priority. Ericsson commented that this was a requirement on the radio interface and agreed with Vodafone that this should not be part of MCPTT work. LG Electronics explained that this was for UEs in Idle mode. The SA WG1 Chairman asked companies to informally indicate their support for this: 4 companies indicated support for this proposal and 6 did not support it. There was no consensus on this and the proposal was noted.
TD S1‑142107 (P-CR) MCPTT Voice call initiation (revision of TD S1‑142042) (Source: LG Electronics, Inc.).
Abstract: Following the discussion paper [1], this paper address the need for suitable consideration of MO MCPTT call prioritization in one out of the two scenarios.
Discussion and conclusion:

This was noted.
TD S1‑142093 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #5 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 5 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.

Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce asked whether the fourth requirement of 4.6 should be 'within a group call' rather than 'within a group'. General Dynamics commented that the revision marks appear to be wrong and it is difficult to identify the proposed changes. The SA WG1 Chairman reminded delegates to include all existing requirements of a clause in the proposal when adding, deleting or modifying requirements. The Home Office asked whether there was a concept of call queuing or whether either the floor request is granted or rejected. Motorola Solutions explained that this depends on whether the floor is available or not. It was clarified that if a Group is given priority then all Members of the Group are given that priority. The U.S. Department of Commerce suggested moving the fourth requirement of clause 4.6 to the floor control clause. It was clarified that for the moment there is either no queue or a queue of 1 only. General Dynamics asked for clarification of the final requirement of 4.6 on 'talk groups'. This should be MCPTT Groups. It was not clear whether there would be floor control for queuing so the fourth requirement of 6.4 should be removed. It was agreed that the Rapporteur should replace 'Public Safety Entity/ies' 'Critical Communication Agency/ies' throughout the TS after implementation of agreed P-CRs. The first requirement of 4.6 already existed and should not be shown as an addition. Deutsche Telekom asked for clarification of the applicability of the third requirement in 4.6.1.1.1 is if MCPTT user has not selected any MCPTT Group. Alcatel-Lucent commented that not having existing text shown makes it difficult to determine the overall requirements resulting from these additions. Harris were asked to bring the last two clause changes to the next meeting with existing text included. This was revised with agreed changes in TD S1‑142136 which was approved.
TD S1‑142094 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #6 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 6 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.

Discussion and conclusion:

The comments made for TD S1‑142093 apply to this and should be taken into account. This was noted and an updated version will be submitted to SA WG1.
TD S1‑142095 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #7 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 7 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Police of the Netherlands commented that the use of encryption should be the same for all Groups. Motorola Solutions replied that not all bodies wish to use encryption as they do not wish to handle key management and added that the current P25 system uses end-to-end encryption for security. This needs to be considered off-line and discussed at a future meeting. The terminology also needs to be aligned with agreements at this meeting (e.g. MCPTT User, foreign user). This was then noted and an updated version will be submitted to SA WG1.
TD S1‑142087 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 - Section 4.6 Call by Priority (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 8 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544. The 9 contributions are the document TD S1‑142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was reviewed and approved.

Interworking aspects (changes to clause 5)

TD S1‑142035 (P-CR) Proposed text for clause 5.1 Overview (of the legacy interworking section) (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: This contribution provides proposed text for clause 5.1 Overview (of 5 Interworking with Non-LTE MCPTT Systems)

Discussion and conclusion:

Alcatel-Lucent commented that 1:1 calling terminology should be changed to Private Calls as agreed at this meeting. The Home Office suggested removing 'encrypted calls'. General Dynamics suggested replacing it with Application Layer encryption. It was decided to add this later if necessary. Huawei commented that the title of clause 5 was not correct. Contribution to the next meeting to correct this was invited. Deutsche Telekom commented that the mention of P25 in 5.1 was not ideal as there are many other systems which would then need to be considered to include. This should be considered for a future meeting. This was revised in TD S1‑142140 which was approved.
TD S1‑142013 (P-CR) Restatement of first requirement of clause 5.2, Project 25 (Source: Harris Corp, Motorola Solutions Inc., US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution proposes to restate the first requirement to read better as well as make better sense of what is being required (i.e., interworking is not to a documentary standard).

Discussion and conclusion:

Deutsche Telekom asked why a requirement to support P45 was necessary. The U.S. Department of Commerce replied that the intention is to ensure interworking with the features provided by the system. Deutsche Telekom commented that having interworking requirements with other systems can limit the functionality of MCPTT in order to ensure interworking. It was agreed that the interworking should be limited to the features supported by the P45 specification only and not limit the functionality of the 3GPP MCPTT system. This should be clarified by further contribution. This was approved and the Rapporteur was asked to correct the editorial error on implementation.
TD S1‑142014 (P-CR) Restatement of first requirement of clause 5.4, Legacy Land Mobile Radio (Source: Harris Corp, Motorola Solutions Inc., US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution proposes to restate the first requirement to read better as well as make better sense of what is being required (i.e., interworking is not to a documentary standard).

Discussion and conclusion:

An correction to align with existing requirements was needed and this was revised in TD S1‑142141 which was approved.
TD S1‑142064 (P-CR) MCPTT Administration/Management Requirements (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.
Discussion and conclusion:

This was split and replaced by TD S1‑142089 to TD S1‑142096.
TD S1‑142096 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #8 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 8 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.
Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office commented that the second requirement puts a requirement on a TIA system and we should not put requirements on systems outside of 3GPP. This should be further considered and submitted to a future meeting and this was then noted.

Other topics

TD S1‑142021 (P-CR) Initiating use of the MCPTT service (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: This contribution is intended to provide requirement related to commencing the use of the service by a user.

Discussion and conclusion:

Corrections to the Off-Network MCPTT User definition were suggested. Companies requested more time to consider the requirements proposed and this was noted. Companies were asked to consider this and provide any comments to the Home Office before the next SA WG1 meeting.
TD S1‑142045 (P-CR) Addition of Answer Modes requirements to TS 22.179 (Source: BlackBerry UK Ltd).
Abstract: Typically Push to Talk systems support terminals having two modes of operation for answering a PTT Session invitation; Automatic Answer Mode and Manual Answer Mode. In Automatic Answer Mode the terminal accepts the PTT session invitation without requiring manual intervention of the user and the audio is played out as soon as it is received (typically through a loudspeaker). In Manual Answer Mode acceptance of the PTT session invitation requires the user to manually accept joining the session. The manual answer mode is of particular importance when the user is in an environment where loudspeaker use is inappropriate or when the user might otherwise not be available to join the PTT session. Terminals supporting both Automatic Answer Mode and Manual Answer Mode have a means for the user to select between these two modes of operation. Automatic Answer Mode and Manual Answer Mode can apply to both Group call and Private call operation. A related PTT feature is the ability for an authorised PTT user (such as a dispatcher) to override the manual answer mode setting and force the invited terminal(s) to answer automatically when they are in manual answer mode.

Discussion and conclusion:

Blackberry reported that they would like feedback for this in order to provide a revised proposal clarifying text to the next SA WG1 meeting and asked if there were any objections to the addition of Answer Modes requirements to TS 22.179 in principle. There were no objections raised to this. Cassidian commented that the first requirement of 4.X for Automatic Answer Mode / Manual Answer Mode is currently on a per-call set-up basis controlled by the originator. Blackberry commented that this is a different function to set MCPTT User preferences. This was noted and companies were invited to provide comments on this to Blackberry.

TD S1‑142022 (P-CR) Additional Text for Talker ID Requirements (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: This contribution is a minor clarification to specifically state that Talker IDs are presented to MCPTT users that are receiving a Group Call or are receiving a Private Call, as this requirement is stated for Late Entry, but not specifically for the normal case. Note: This contribution uses MCPTT 22.179 v0.41 as the basis for the change.

Discussion and conclusion:

Some corrections were made and this was revised in TD S1‑142143 which was approved.
TD S1‑142034 (P-CR) Definition of MCPTT Administrator and resolution of Editor's Note in 4.8 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: This contribution provides a proposed definition of MCPTT Administrator and a merge of two requirements in clause 4.8 to resolve the Editor's Note.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office asked whether Personality Management should be referring to the user. The definition for Personality [provisioning was checked, it was decided to leave this issue for contribution to the next meeting. This P-CR was then approved.
TD S1‑142015 (P-CR) Changes to the last three Personality Management requirements in clause 4.8 (Source: Harris Corp., Motorola Solutions Inc., US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution proposes change to the last three requirements of clause 4.8, Personality Management. The first change is to combine two requirements into one (actually the one is already included in the other) and the second change is to reword the last requirement of clause 4.8 to remove any confusion that the current text has as to whether the MCPTT UE is part of the MCPTT service.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office questioned whether the term 'immediate use' was clear. This should be considered and clarified at a future meeting if necessary. General Dynamics asked to change 'end-to-end confidentiality' to 'with end-to-end confidentiality'. The Home Office asked what the example of the time and date and time interval meant. The U.S. Department of Commerce explained that the information is provided with a time when the personality comes into effect. This should be clarified to indicate when the installed personality characteristics are to be applied. This was noted and an update proposal may be contributed to the next SA WG1 meeting.
TD S1‑142043 (P-CR) Clarification of location requirements in TS 22.179 (Source: BlackBerry UK, UK Home Office).
Abstract: Currently TS 22.179 states that the MCPTT service shall be capable of providing the location information of the current talker, however it is not clear whether the location information needs to be the up to date location of the talker or whether the location of the talker obtained at MCPTT session establishment is sufficient.

Discussion and conclusion:

A correction were requested and this was revised in TD S1‑142144 which was approved.
TD S1‑142070 (P-CR) Discussion on MCPTT location information report (Source: LG Electronics, Inc.).
Abstract: This paper proposes to consider some service requirements for the MCPTT location information report regarding the triggering the location information request and the continuation form of update (repeating update) on the (semi-)real-time location information of the current talker in MCPTT.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Police of the Netherlands commented that the location should also be available when not on a Group call. NSN commented that this may duplicate the existing LCS functionality. Deutsche Telekom commented that this is 'pull' functionality, rather than 'push' and suggested replacing 'the current talker' with 'an MCPTT User'. General Dynamics commented that the location information report should be periodic reports. It was proposed that this should be controlled by the Dispatcher. This needed further clarification and discussion for submission to the next SA WG1 meeting and was noted.
TD S1‑142071 (P-CR) Modification on MCPTT location information report (Source: LG Electronics, Inc.).

Discussion and conclusion:

This needed further clarification and discussion for submission to the next SA WG1 meeting and was noted.
TD S1‑142012 (P-CR) Split double requirement in Security 4.10 (Source: US Department of Commerce).
Abstract: This contribution changes a single item with two requirements into two requirements in the Security clause 4.10.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was reviewed and approved.
TD S1‑142078 (WID) Remote control to MCPTT UE (Source: Huawei, TD Tech).
Abstract: This is a new Work Item proposed to define service, system, EPS, and application requirements for Mission Critical Push to Talk capabilities over LTE (MCPTT).

Discussion and conclusion:

Deutsche Telekom suggested changing 'kill and revival' with 'disable and enable' or similar. Deutsche Telekom asked whether this could be handled with de-registration when on-network. Huawei replied that the intention is to temporarily disable the MCPTT UE. The Police of the Netherlands asked whether this was to disable functionality or to lock the UE from use. The Home Office commented that care needs to be taken that we are not duplicating existing requirements and functionality. This was left for further consideration until the next SA WG1 meeting and was noted.
TD S1‑142077 (P-CR) Title for paragraph 4.13.2 on roaming issues (Source: French ministry of Interior).
Abstract: This contribution aims at providing a title to paragraph 4.13.2 on roaming issues

Discussion and conclusion:

Deutsche Telekom commented that this clause title was not accurate because the clause is really about Application Layer roaming and interworking. The Police of the Netherlands suggested moving this clause under clause 5 which is related to this and to change the title of clause 5 to Interworking and roaming. It was agreed to do this with a contribution to the next meeting. This was revised to change the title in TD S1‑142145 which was approved.
TD S1‑142098 (P-CR) Requirements for Interactions between MCPTT call and telephone call (revision of TD S1‑142059) (Source: Huawei, TD-tech).
Abstract: Interaction between PTT call and telephone call
Discussion and conclusion:

Revision marks were not shown for these changes. Kodiak Networks commented that this were more implementation specific issues. Deutsche Telekom commented that this is a description of how the terminal presentation should be and was unsure it was needed in the TS. The French ministry of Interior commented that there could also be interaction between Private Call and telephone call. The Police of the Netherlands commented that SA WG1 should define what happens when there are different call types on the UE. Deutsche Telekom replied that such requirements should be captured under the MCPTT UE requirements. This should be discussed further off-line and may be contributed to a future meeting if necessary. This was then noted.
TD S1‑142089 (P-CR) TS 22.179 v0.4.1 MCPTT Management Requirements #1 (Source: Harris Corporation).
Abstract: Contribution 1 of 8: Provides additional requirements for MCPTT administration/management.
Discussion and conclusion:

General Dynamics commented that any overlap with the Group Management clause should be checked and avoided. The Home Office asked for clarification of the 'local entities' in 4.X.6. It was clarified that this was another MCPTT Administrator. The Home Office added that from the 3GPP viewpoint, the information is passed to the administration body. This required further off-line discussion and was noted.
TD S1‑142088 (P-CR) Alignment of MCPTT Terminology Previously Agreed in TD S1‑141544 - Section 4.7 Talker ID (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Contribution 9 of 9 to align MCPTT to terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544. The 9 contributions are the document TD S1‑142076, which I was asked to partition to enable the contents of the document to be handled more easily.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was reviewed and approved.

TD S1‑142060 (CR) 22.468 CR0005: Removal of open interface requirement (Source: Rapporteur (NSN)).
Abstract: Summary of change: This CR removes the open interface requirement from Rel‑12 version of 22.468.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Home Office commented that the Source to WG should be NSN, rather than Rapporteur (NSN). This was revised to add Alcatel-Lucent to the Source in TD S1‑142133 which was agreed.
TD S1‑142033 (CR) 22.468 CR0004: Carry forward GCSE requirements to Rel‑13 (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: Summary of change: Removal of group management requirements from GCSE_LTE Rel‑12, after creating a Rel‑13 version.
Discussion and conclusion:

This was covered by the agreed CR in TD S1‑142133 and was noted.
TD S1‑142061 (CR) 22.468 CR0006: Removal of communication requirement for non 3GPP connected group members (Source: Rapporteur (NSN)).
Abstract: Summary of change: This CR removes the communication requirement for non 3GPP connected group members from the Rel‑12 version of 22.468.
Discussion and conclusion:

The Source to WG should be NSN, rather than Rapporteur (NSN). This was revised to correct the source in TD S1‑142134 which was agreed.
TD S1‑142105 (CR) 22.468 CR0003R1: Removal of application requirements from GCSE_LTE (revision of TD S1‑142032) (Source: Alcatel-Lucent).
Abstract: Summary of change: Removal of group management requirements from GCSE_LTE.
Discussion and conclusion:

NSN commented that they had proposed only to remove clause 5.2.1 in TD S1‑142062 and clause 5.2.2 in TD S1‑142063. which were reviewed. The other changes in this proposal were reviewed. General Dynamics suggested the requirement on Transmitter Group Member in 5.1.1 should be removed. General Dynamics commented that there was a reference to UE-Network relays in 6.2 which is not implemented in Stage 2. These requirements should also be removed. NSN commented that the requirement in 5.3.1 can be supported with Rel-12 functionality. The Home Office clarified that there is no concept of Groups in SA WG2 Rel-12 TSs. Some clarifications were made to the added text. This was revised to include the changes which were agreed in TD S1‑142135 which was endorsed but whether this is kept in Rel-13 or moved to the MCPTT TS needs to be decided, so the CR was noted at this time.
Handling of the requirements for Rel-13:
Alcatel-Lucent suggested all the text in this CR are moved into the Rel-13 MCPTT TS. General Dynamics considered The Group management as a generic service and this should be clarified  wherever this is documented. Deutsche Telekom commented that the inclusion of this could wait for more MCPTT work to be done. There was some discussion on whether the Rel-13 TS should be created already in order to keep these requirements in Rel-13 when they are removed from Rel-12, or to add them to the draft MCPTT TS. Telecom Italia did not think the Rel-13 TS should be created now as SA WG2 have not yet scheduled work on this. Alcatel-Lucent did not wish to include it in the MCPTT TS as this would give the impression that there are different requirements for MCPTT. Alcatel-Lucent added that there are a number of requirements which are MCPTT specific and could be moved there, others which are for GCSE and some which are generic. Deutsche Telekom asked whether SA WG1 should create a Group requirements TS. The SA WG1 Chairman suggested this may be better kept as part of the GCSE TS. Companies were asked to consider this until the next meeting where further discussion is expected.
TD S1‑142062 (CR) 22.468 CR0007: Removal of group handling requirements (Source: Rapporteur (NSN)).
Abstract: Summary of change: This CR removes the group handling requirements from Rel‑12 version of 22.468.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Source to WG should be NSN, rather than Rapporteur (NSN). The removal of clause 5.2.1 was endorsed but whether this is kept in Rel-13 or moved to the MCPTT TS needs to be decided, so the CR was noted at this time.
TD S1‑142063 (CR) 22.468 CR0008: Removal of geographic scope requirement of GCSE Groups (Source: Rapporteur (NSN)).
Abstract: Summary of change: This CR removes the geographic scope requirement of GCSE Groups from Rel‑12 version of 22.468.

Discussion and conclusion:

The Source to WG should be NSN, rather than Rapporteur (NSN). General Dynamics commented that they would like to review the impacts of removing the requirements on the  geographic scope of GCSE Groups in more detail. NSN replied that this was an alignment for Rel-12. General Dynamics commented that removing this does not reflect the fact that something is still provided in Stage 2 for this in Rel-12. The Home Office supported NSN that this alignment should be done. The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that this could still be provided by Applications. The SA WG1 Chairman explained that SA WG2 have not included this functionality in Rel-12 and therefore needs to be removed from the Rel-12 requirements. The removal of clause 5.2.2 was endorsed but whether this is kept in Rel-13 or moved to the MCPTT TS needs to be decided, so the CR was noted at this time.
TD S1‑142010 (OTHER) Proposed Contribution to Align GCSE R13 with MCPTT Terminology (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: This document is intended to align the GCSE Release 13 specification with the MCPTT terminology agreed in TD S1‑141544. The CR that implements the changes introduced below is in TD S1‑142075.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was noted.
TD S1‑142075 (CR) 22.468 CR0009: GCSE Rel‑13 (Source: Home Office).
Abstract: Summary of change: The GCSE terminology has been amended to align with the agreed MCPTT (22.179) R13 terminology.
Discussion and conclusion:

The U.S. Department of Commerce commented that there should not be a duplication of defined terms in different documents. The Home Office replied that this is not the same term but merely uses the GCSE terminology definitions as a basis for the MCPTT terminology definitions. Companies were asked to consider this and provide comments to The Home Office for agreement at the next SA WG1 meeting. The Home Office suggested having a conference call to coordinate this type of work for efficient handling at the next SA WG1 meeting. Interested companies were invited to arrange such informal discussions and advertise them over the SA WG1 e-mail list. This CR was then noted.
