Overview
Currently in TS 22.179 there are requirements for Private Calls that use the Floor Control functionality however there is also a potential requirement for calls that do not use Floor Control. This reflects functionality available in TETRA and is required by Public Safety Users.

Private Call

The MCPTT service shall provide a means by which a UE can make an MCPTT Private Call to any MCPTT User for which the UE’s current MCPTT User is authorized.

Note: For Off-Network use, only a UE within communication range will receive the transmission.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator/Supervisor to configure which MCPTT Users, within their authority, can place an MCPTT Private Call.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator/Supervisor to configure which MCPTT UEs, within their authority, can place an MCPTT Private Call.
The MCPTT service shall support two types of Private Calls, one which uses floor control and one which does not. 
Note: an MCPTT Private Call (without floor control) is effectively be a full voice duplex call between two users.
