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Abstract: This contribution provides modifications to TS22.179 v0.6.0. to add On-Network MCPTT Private Call Commencement requirements.
Discussion
Private Calls are calls between two participants.  Therefore, the establishment of an MCPTT Private Call, and the subsequent transmission of voice, should not occur unless the called party has acknowledged that it has received and accepted the MCPTT Private Call setup request.  If the Private Call type is acknowledged, the called user must act before the setup request is acknowledged.  If the Private Call type is unacknowledged, the called UE must acknowledge the setup request.
Proposal
It is proposed to add the following requirement and delete the editor’s note in TS22.179 as follows:

Commencement Modes for Private Calls

The MCPTT service shall require that the called MCPTT User accepts a Manual Commencement Private Call setup request before the audio transmission proceeds.

The MCPTT service shall require that the called MCPTT UE acknowledge receipt of an Automatic Commencement Private Call setup request before the audio transmission will proceed.
