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Abstract: This contribution proposes to restructure Clause 6.
The changes to the restructure of clause 6 is shown using the table of contents.  No additions of subtractions of requirements, or any movement of requirements from its exisitng grouping.
The existing clause numbers are used in the first section to show movement of clauses, however the order of placement will cause the resutling renumbering shown in the second section.  Comments provide for some of the reasoning.  Restructuring deals with the MCPTT call first followed by the types of calls, then operations after MCPTT call is established.   This is then followed by the audio performance and additional services and ends with the clause on interworking.
As a matter of procedure this document will need to be updated based on the results of the other contributions during this meeting.  To avoid the complicated restructing instructions from the Dublin meeting, it is proposed that this structure be agreed at least on Thursday evening, so that the Rapporteur can provide a revised version of this structure, so that it can be used for consideration when modifying other contributions.
