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Abstract: 

This contribution proposes to add two requirements into a new section 7.x of TS 22.179 v0.6.0 (2014-07) to enable an MCPTT UE to switch to a ProSe direct communication path (automatically or manually) for use of Off-Network MCPTT Communications.  The two requirements are specific to Off-Network use of MCPTT.

7.x Switching to Off-Network MCPTT  

An MCPTT UE shall be capable of automatically switching to a ProSe direct communications path for use of MCPTT when detecting an off-network (out of coverage) condition.

A means shall be provided for an authorized MCPTT User to be able to manually switch between On-Network operation and a ProSe direct communication path for use of Off-Network MCPTT Communications while in or out of network coverage.

Editor's Note: clarification of the role of the EPS is needed in the case when the user performs a manual switch to Off network
