Call Termination

If a participant of an MCPTT Group call is pre-empted, the MCPTT service shall terminate the call or continue the call with an indication to the transmitting participant that one or more receiving participants were pre-empted
The MCPTT service shall terminate a call after a period of inactivity.
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT administrator to configure the inactivity timer.
