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Abstract: 

The 2nd and 4th requirements in Clause 6.17.3.2 of 22.179 are ambiguous.  The proposed text clarifies the requirements by stating explicitly that the MCPTT Administrator or authorized user initiating the remote call has the option of providing a notification to the user of the remote MCPTT UE or not when either an MCPTT Group Call or MCPTT Private call is initated remotely.
Note: This contribution addresses action item 124) in the Action Items for 3GPP SA1 #67 bis and SA1 #68 document distributed to the SA1 WG in October 2014. 

Specific action item 124) addressed:

124) Clause 6.17.3.2 : Use of the words, “immediately above”  in requirements # 2 and # 4 is pointless, need to qualify requirements to stand alone.
Proposed text change: 

6.17.3.2
Requirements

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to cause an MCPTT UE that is within their authority to initiate an MCPTT Private Call to the MCPTT Administrator and / or authorized user and then begin transmitting to the MCPTT Administrator or authorized user. 

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to cause an MCPTT UE that is within their authority to initiate an MCPTT Group Call and then to begin transmitting to the Affiliated MCPTT Group Members. 
The MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user shall have the option of providing a notification to the user of the MCPTT UE when a remote MCPTT Private call or MCPTT Group Call is initiated
