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Abstract: 

In 22.179 it's not clear that after regrouping only the newly formed group is active, e.g., that the composite groups cease to be active as separate groups during the time the new group is active.  This contribution proposes NOTES to clarify which groups are active after a regroup action.
Proposed text changes: 

6.7.2.2
Requirements

The MCPTT service shall provide a means of dynamically combining a multiplicity of groups into a new, temporary group (i.e. to perform a "Group Regroup operation").
NOTE:
After the Group Regroup operation completes, only the newly formed group is active.
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism so that the creator of a Group Regroup can specify whether the newly created group is two-way (i.e. allows for responses from the members of the group), or one-way (i.e. can only be transmitted on by the creator of the group).

The MCPTT service shall notify MCPTT Users when any of their affiliated groups are affected by a Group Regroup operation.

Broadcast Groups shall be able to be included in a Group Regroup operation.

6.7.3.1
Requirements

The MCPTT service shall provide a means for combining a multiplicity of MCPTT Users into a new, temporary group (i.e. to perform a "User Regroup operation").
NOTE:
After the User Regroup operation completes, only the newly formed group is active.
The MCPTT service shall provide a means for combining a multiplicity of MCPTT Users into a new, temporary group based on a parameter or a combination of parameters (e.g. particular geographic area, participant type).
The MCPTT service shall notify MCPTT Users when they are affected by a User Regroup operation.

The MCPTT service shall automatically affiliate the MCPTT Users included in the temporary group created by the User Regroup operation.
