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Abstract: 

There appears to be a disparity between requirements in 5.6 and 6.2.4 in 22.179.
Clause 5.6.1 includes the requirement:

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure the maximum duration for MCPTT Private Calls for MCPTT Users within their authority.

Clause 6.2.4 includes the requirement: 

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure separately the limit for the total length of time of an MCPTT Group Call and an MCPTT Private Call .
There is no requirement in clause 7 regarding limitations on the duration of an Off-Network group call. However, it is not clear why there would be the need to limit only the duration of Private Calls for both Off-Network and On-Network use and not Group Calls.  
This contribution proposes to resolve the disparity by deleting the requirement from clause 6.2.4 and adding a sub clause for group call administration under clause 5.1 to include a requirement for the ability of the adminstrator to configure the duration of group calls.  This results in requirements for administering the duration of both group and private calls applying for both On-Network and Off-Network use.
Proposed text changes: 

5.1.6
Group Call administration
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure the maximum duration for MCPTT Group Calls for MCPTT Users within their authority.
6.2.4
Call Termination

If a participant of an MCPTT Group call is pre-empted, the MCPTT service shall terminate the call or continue the call with an indication to the transmitting participant that one or more receiving participants was pre-empted.

The MCPTT service shall terminate a call after a period of inactivity.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT administrator to configure the inactivity timer.

The MCPTT service shall provide an indication to the participants that the call is within a configurable amount of time before the call time limit is reached.The MCPTT service shall provide an indication to the participants that the call time limit has been reached.

The MCPTT service shall release the call when the call time limit has been reached.
