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Abstract: 

This contribution proposes changes to address the Editor's Note in clause 7.7 of 22.179.  

Discussion:

The document contains 5 requirements related to the ability to restrict sending location information during MCPTT service.
5.13

The MCPTT service shall provide a means for MCPTT Administrators to manage the privacy of location information for MCPTT Users within their authority.

6.14

An authorized MCPTT User shall be able to restrict the MCPTT UE from supplying location information to the MCPTT service. 

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to authorize users to restrict an MCPTT UE from supplying location information to the MCPTT service.

 7.7

An authorized MCPTT user shall be able to restrict the Off-Network MCPTT UE from supplying location information to other Off-Network MCPTT UEs.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to authorize users to restrict an Off-Network MCPTT UE from supplying location information to other Off-Network MCPTT UEs.
The editor's note in 7.7 suggests these could be common, rather than specific to Off-Network MCPTT use.

Editor's Note: check if this is a common off/on network requirement and whether different settings are needed for on-network and off-network

Conclusion:

With the requirement in clause 5.13 providing for an administrator to manage privacy of location information for users, the similar requirements in clauses 6.14 and 7.7 are redundant and should be deleted.

Since both 6.14 and 7.7 have similar requirements related to the users ability to control sending location information, a single requirement should be added to clause 5.13 and the two separate requirements in 6.14 and 7.7 should be deleted.

Proposed text changes: 

5.13
Location

The MCPTT service shall support conveyance of precise location information provided by the MCPTT UE.

The MCPTT service shall provide for the flexibility to convey future formats of location information.

The MCPTT service shall provide a means for MCPTT Administrators to manage the privacy of location information for MCPTT Users within their authority.
An authorized MCPTT User shall be able to restrict the MCPTT UE from supplying location information for MCPTT communications.
The location information shall represent the current location of the talker and not the location of the talker at the time of the MCPTT call establishment.

Editor's note: Additional triggers for providing location need to be considered.

6.14
Location

The MCPTT service shall be capable of providing the best available location information of the current talker to an authorized user, subject to privacy restrictions.



The MCPTT service shall support conveyance of location information provided by 3GPP/LTE location services.

The MCPTT service shall provide a means for an authorized user to restrict the dissemination of his location information.

The MCPTT service shall provide end-to-end confidentiality of location information.

The MCPTT service shall provide authentication of messages carrying location information.

The MCPTT service shall provide a means to activate a one-time location information report of an MCPTT User and periodic location information update reports of an MCPTT User. 

The MCPTT service shall provide a means to deactivate periodic location information update report of an MCPTT User.
7.7
Location

An MCPTT UE shall be capable of transmitting its location, if known, to other MCPTT UEs when operating Off-Network, subject to privacy restrictions.
