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Abstract: 


This contribution proposes rewording of the requirement in On-Network clause 6.8 Receiving from Multiple MCPTT Groups for clarity.


Note: This contribution addresses action item 104) for clause 6.8 provided in the Action Items for 3GPP SA1 #67bis and SA1 #68 document distributed to the SA1 WG in October 2014.    
Specific action item 104) addressed:
104) Clause 6.8 Requirement as written can be read as the MCPTT service provides multiple Talker IDs, as opposed to the UE having the capability to display multiple Talker IDs (one each from a group).

Suggest a rewrite as follows: 
The MCPTT service shall provide for the display of multiple Talker IDs on a UE when multiple MCPTT Groups that have a talker are received by the UE.
