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Abstract: 

This contribution proposes to add MCPTT Imminent Peril Group Call requirements specific to Off-Network in clause 7.6.3 Imminent Peril Call of TS 22.179 V1.0.0 (2014-09). The requirements are specific to off-network use of MCPTT. 

This contribution also proposes to remove the Editor’s Note and change the title of 7.6.3 from Imminent Peril Call to Imminent Peril Group Call Requirements consistent with the title of  clause 6.10.6.2.1.

7.6.3 
Imminent Peril Group Call Requirements
The MCPTT Service when operating in Off-Network mode shall provide a mechanism for an authorized Participant of an Off-Network MCPTT Group call to change the status of the Off-Network MCPTT Group Call in progress to an Off-Network MCPTT Imminent Peril Group call.

An Off-Network MCPTT UE that has initiated an MCPTT Imminent Peril Group call shall maintain knowledge of the in progress Off-Network MCPTT Imminent Peril Group Call until it is cancelled.

An Off-Network MCPTT UE initiating an Off-Network MCPTT Imminent Peril Group Call shall be capable of transmitting the Talker ID of the initiator and an indication that it is an Off-Network MCPTT Imminent Peril Group Call to all other users in the call.
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
