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Abstract: 

This contribution proposes to add Call Termination requirements specific to Off-Network in a new clause 7.x Call Termination of TS 22.179 V1.0.0 (2014-09). The requirements are specific to off-network use of MCPTT. 

This contribution also proposes to place the new clause 7.x Call Termination requirements after clause 7.3 Floor Control and before clause 7.4 Dynamic Group Management in clause 7. 
Note: Some or all of the call termination requirements provided in the new clause 7.x may be common to On-Network and Off-Network clause 5.

Call Termination

The MCPTT service when operating Off-Network shall terminate a call after a period of inactivity.

The MCPTT service when operating Off-Network shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT administrator to pre-configure the inactivity timer.
The MCPTT service when operating Off-Network shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to pre-configure separately the limit for the total length of time of an MCPTT Group Call and an MCPTT Private Call .

The MCPTT service when operating Off-Network shall provide an indication to the participants that the call is within a configurable amount of time before the call time limit is reached.
The MCPTT service when operating Off-Network shall provide an indication to the participants that the call time limit has been reached.

The MCPTT service when operating Off-Network shall release the call when the call time limit has been reached.
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
