Overview of Ambient Listening

Ambient Listening is a feature that allows an authorized MCPTT User, typically a Dispatcher, to cause a UE to initiate a call which has no indication on the device. The purpose of this feature is to allow the Dispatcher to listen to activities at the location of the remote UE to find out what is happening around that UE without providing an indication to the MCPTT User or people around the MCPTT User (whom the MCPTT User does not want to make aware of this action) that this is happening. This type of call is different from other types of call, as for Ambient Listening audio will only be transmitted to the authorized MCPTT User.

This is used for stolen UEs, monitoring officers and particular operations, where it is important that the UE does not indicate what is happening.
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
