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Introduction
The term Emergency Calls have been used in 3GPP standards from the very beginning, with the special meaning of an emergency call to a Public Safety Ansering Point (PSAP) responsible for answering calls to an emergency telephone number for police, firefighting, and ambulance services. Such calls within a PLMN will receive special treaments in all nodes and the process is very regulated in all stages in the 3GPP specifications
The current draft of 22.179 uses the term “MCPTT Emergency Group Call” in a different meaning, and that is a MCPTT group call that is upgraded to a higher priority. The destination of this type of call is not to an emergency call center and the call is not similar to the traditional emergency calls. 

The distinction is often clear to delegates with a special interest in MCPTT, but since it is expected that the MCPTT standardization will affect most or all working groups in 3GPP, it can be anticipated that the two similar names will cause confusion in groups that do not spend so much time on analysing the service itself. Also, it can be assumed that the term “MCPTT Emergency Group Call” is easily shortened to “MCPTT Emergency Call” or even “Emergency Call”. (This has happened already in several occasions in TS 22.179 v 1.0.0.)
OMA identified this problem already when they worked with PoC 2.1 and the PCPS draft v 1.0 uses the term “Crisis Handling” instead of any name including the term “emergency”. 
It is therefore suggested to do the same with the terminology used in 3GPP and change the term “MCPTT Emergency Group Call” to “MCPTT Distress Group Call”. 
In order to align the wordings in the document the following change are also suggested:

· MCPTT Emergency Alert ( MCPTT Distress Alert

· MCPTT Emergency State ( MCPTT Distress State

· In-progress Emergency ( In-Progress Distress
Two clarifying notes are included in the Interworking chapters 6.18.2.2 and 6.18.2.3 saying that “TETRA emergency call” and “P25 emergency call” are not calls to PSAPs.
Summary
In order to avoid confusion in stage 2 and 3, we suggest the following change in terminology through out TS 22.179:
