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Abstract: This contribution supplements the requirements in section 6.4.7, based on UK Public Safety Requirements.
This document (S1-144209) was originally discussed at the same time as S1-144239, because they both cover changes to section 6.4.7.  

S1-144239 is being revised in S1-144906, with the changes focussing on the first 2 requirements in that section, whilst this revision will focus on additional requirements initially proposed in this document. 
Following further discussions in SA1 this document has been revised as there were conflicts with existing requirements on Group Regroups so changes are proposed to that section, with that change the proposed requirements on interaction with regroup are not needed..
Discussion:
Following further consultation with users and our user requirements, there was the desire to make this feature more flexible, and to ensure that this action could be done for multiple users at a time. 
Another thing which is treated in the changes is that this sort of functionality is often linked with a mobilisation to an incident, where a new incident communication group could be established to which you may want to push a list of users into. This and contribution S1-144196 stress the fact that you can create MCPTT Groups and immediately send the ability to access those groups out to users.

Requirements

The MCPTT service shall provide a means for combining a multiplicity of MCPTT Users into a new, temporary group (i.e. to perform a "User Regroup operation").

The MCPTT service shall provide a means for combining a multiplicity of MCPTT Users into a new, temporary group based on a parameter or a combination of parameters (e.g. particular geographic area, participant type).
The MCPTT service shall notify MCPTT Users when they are affected by a User Regroup operation.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure whether an MCPTT system shall automatically affiliate the MCPTT Users included in the temporary group created by the User Regroup operation.

Authorized user remotely changes another MCPTT User's Affiliated and/or Selected MCPTT Group(s)
6.4.7.1 Mandatory change

The MCPTT service shall allow an authorized user (e.g. Dispatcher) to change an On-Network MCPTT User's Selected MCPTT Group, and notify this to the On-Network MCPTT User.

The MCPTT service shall allow an authorized user (e.g. Dispatcher) to make changes to the groups that an On-Network MCPTT User is affiliated to, and notify this to the On-Network MCPTT User.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism that allows an authorized MCPTT User (e.g. dispatcher) to  change multiple other On-Network MCPTT Users' Affiliated MCPTT Group(s) to a specific MCPTT Group, and the MCPTT service shall notify this to the On-Network MCPTT Users.
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism that allows an authorized MCPTT User (e.g. dispatcher) to change multiple other On-Network MCPTT Users' Selected MCPTT Group(s) to a specific MCPTT Group, and the MCPTT service shall notify this to the On-Network MCPTT Users.

6.4.7.2 Negotiated change

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism that allows an authorized MCPTT User (e.g. dispatcher) to send a notification that proposes that another On-Network MCPTT User should affiliate to a specific MCPTT Group . 
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism that allows an authorized MCPTT User (e.g. dispatcher) to send a notification that proposes that multiple other On-Network MCPTT Users should affiliate to a specific MCPTT Group . 

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism that allows an authorized MCPTT User (e.g. dispatcher) to send a notification that proposes that another On-Network MCPTT User should select a specific MCPTT Group . 

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism that allows an authorized MCPTT User (e.g. dispatcher) to send a notification that proposes that multiple On-Network MCPTT Users should select a specific MCPTT Group . 

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism that allows an authorized MCPTT User (e.g. dispatcher) to send a notification that proposes a change to another On-Network MCPTT User's(s') Selected MCPTT Group(s). 

When an On-Network MCPTT User receives a notification proposing that the MCPTT User should affiliate or select a specific MCPTT Group , the MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to that On-Network MCPTT User to accept or reject the proposed change.
The MCPTT service shall provide a notification to the authorised MCPTT User (e.g dispatcher) if the change that they proposed to another On-Network MCPTT User(s) affiliated/selected MCPTT Group was accepted/rejected by the MCPTT User(s).
