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Abstract: The requirement for simultaneous overrides needs to be revised.
In section 6.2.3.3.3 ‘Override – Simultaneously Transmitting MCPTT Group Members’, the second requirement deals with the case where an overridden group call transmission is overridden again by a third user having an higher floor control priority.

There are two issues with this requirement as it is:

1) It should be made clear that this third participant has a higher priority than the current talker (i.e. the “currently” overriding participant), not to allow overriding at an intermediate level.

2) The requirement states that in that case, the transmission from the lowest priority user shall be stopped, and the two highest priority ones shall be kept as overriding and overridden.

Overriding is typically a capability that is available to dispatchers. 

One use case for overriding is the situation where an officer on the field is launching an emergency call (which could also be a remotely initiated emergency call) and where the dispatcher needs to talk back to the rest of the group to launch immediate actions or organize assistance to the officer in emergency, while still hearing from this officer e.g. to get further information or situational awareness.

The case for a second override could be that another dispatcher with higher prerogatives, e.g. a supervisor, wants to take over the control of the incident and overrides the first dispatcher.

In that case what would still be important to receive as overridden transmission is the one from the officer in emergency, not the one from the dispatcher whose role has been superseded.

So it is proposed to modify the second requirement to clarify the order of priorities and to allow for the choice of which overridden transmission is stopped, by configuration / implementation.

6.2.3.3.3
Override – Simultaneously Transmitting MCPTT Group Members
If the MCPTT Group has been configured to allow both overriding and overridden transmitting Participants, authorized receiving Participants shall be enabled to listen to both the overriding and overridden Participant transmissions, dependent on configuration.


The MCPTT Service shall allow successive overrides of an MCPTT Group Call when the request to override is made by an MCPTT User having a higher floor control priority than the currently transmitting Participants.

In the case of successive overrides, the MCPTT Service shall enable only two transmissions, one overriding transmission, from the highest priority MCPTT User, and one overridden transmission, chosen from among the two overridden Participants based upon configured rule(s). (i.e. this could be based simply on priority of user, it could be based on a policy that an overridden Emergency transmission shall remain as the overridden transmission or a rule could be established that the MCPTT system shall not allow two Dispatchers to be both the overriding and overridden transmitters.)
