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Abstract: Two requirements in the Queuing section need to be revised
In section 6.2.2 ‘Queuing’, the second and third requirements shall be considered as implementation options and therefore shall not be worded as “SHALL”.
Those requirements deal with the prioritization of queued request to transmit and state that priority in the queue shall be given to groups and/or users operating in their jurisdiction and/or during hours of operation or duty.

While this might be the case in normal circumstances, there will still be cases where this is not the expectation.

For instance, would a street officer operating in his jurisdiction during his regular hours of operation and controlling parking tickets have a higher priority for his request to transmit than a federal agent chasing a fugitive? It could be that the federal agent is not in his jurisdiction (from the system provisioning perspective at least), is using a group from a neighboring jurisdiction where the chase had started and is operating outside of normal hours of operations. However, it could be expected that the federal agent would have a higher priority for his communications than the street agent in that case.

6.2.2
Queuing

The MCPTT service shall be able to prioritize the transmit request queue based on the type of call (e.g. group, private), urgency of the call (e.g. general group, emergency, Imminent Peril), attributes (e.g. priority level) of the MCPTT Group (if a group call), and attributes (e.g. priority level) of the requesting MCPTT User. 

When prioritizing the transmit queue, the MCPTT service may assign higher priority to calls of the MCPTT Groups and MCPTT users operating within the boundaries of their jurisdictions, if known. 

When prioritizing the transmit queue, the MCPTT service may assign higher priority to calls of the MCPTT Groups and MCPTT users during hours of operation or while on duty, if known.

The MCPTT service shall allow MCPTT Users with queued requests for permission to transmit to cancel their requests.

If an MCPTT Group Call request to transmit has been queued, the MCPTT service shall provide, upon request, that MCPTT User's current position in the queue. 

If a request for an MCPTT Group call is queued, the MCPTT service shall provide an indication to the requester when the call is permitted.
