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Abstract: 1) Allow commencement conditions based on a determination of “presence”, without actually requiring an explicit acknowledgement from the user; 2) allow same conditions to apply during a call, specifically at times of occurrence of significant events such as bearer type switching, changes of priority etc. 3) allow users with permissions (e.g. a regular user that “owns” the group), rather than just administrators to set the values for the acknowledgement and/or presence time out; 4) enable the reporting of the identity of the missing essential users, if practical; 5) fix misspellings, improve capitalization, enhance and clarify the text.

6.2.1
Commencement Modes for MCPTT Calls

6.2.1.1
Commencement Modes for Group Calls

NOTE:
In this subclause, the terms “present” and “presence” refer to a determination made about an MCPTT User, for example, by a Presence Application or by other means. The term “availability for call continuation” refers to the state of the MCPTT User and the associated MCPTT UE vis-a-vis an ongoing MCPTT Group Call, as determined upon the occurrence of significant call events, e.g. end of a long talk spurt, a switch between multicast and unicast bearers, change of priority and/or pre-emption characteristics, etc.   
The MCPTT service shall be capable of allowing an MCPTT Group Call setup request to proceed without prior acknowledgement by any MCPTT User of that MCPTT Group.

An MCPTT User currently affiliated to an MCPTT Group shall be able to acknowledge receipt of an MCPTT Group transmission call setup request, if requested to do so by the MCPTT service.

NOTE:
The MCPTT User's acknowledgement may require direct interaction of the UE with the human user, or may be automatically executed by the UE, in accordance with policy established by an MCPTT Administrator.

The MCPTT service shall be capable of requiring that a minimum number of affiliated MCPTT Group members is present and/or acknowledges receipt of the MCPTT Group Call setup request and/or confirm availability for the call continuation before the audio transmission will proceed.

The MCPTT service shall be capable of requiring that specific MCPTT Users are present and/or acknowledge receipt of the MCPTT Group Call setup request and/or confirm availability for the call continuation before the audio transmission will proceed, regardless of the affiliation state of those users.

NOTE:
In this case, the MCPTT service affiliates the specific MCPTT Users who are not currently affiliated to the target MCPTT Group and then returns them to their previous affiliation state when the transmission ends. 

The MCPTT service shall be capable of requiring that all MCPTT Users that are both affiliated to the MCPTT Group and in a given geographical area acknowledge receipt of an MCPTT Group Call setup request and/or confirm availability for the call continuation before the audio transmission will proceed.

The MCPTT service shall be able to notify the affiliated MCPTT Group members when the group communication is set up. For example, this can be provided as an audible tone on the MCPTT UEs.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to disable notifications (e.g. audible tone) on an MCPTT UE when receiving normal MCPTT group calls (not emergency or imminent peril calls).

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized user to establish the subset of affiliated MCPTT Group members that must acknowledge receipt of the MCPTT Group Call setup request before the audio transmission will proceed.

Editor's Note: the conditions under which the following requirements require acknowledgement needs further clarification.
If an MCPTT Group Call setup request requires presence of and/or acknowledgement from affiliated MCPTT Group Members, and the required MCPTT Group Members are not present and/or do not acknowledge the call setup within a configured time (the "acknowledged call setup timeout"), the MCPTT service shall optionally proceed with the call and notify the initating MCPTT user that the presence / acknowledgements did not included all required members.

If an MCPTT Group Call setup request requires presence of and/or acknowledgement from affiliated MCPTT Group Members, and the required MCPTT Group Members are not present and/or do not acknowledge the call setup within a configured time, the MCPTT service shall optionally abandon the call and notify the initating MCPTT user that the presence / acknowledgements did not included all required members.

If an MCPTT Group Call setup request requires presence of and/or acknowledgement from affiliated MCPTT Group Members, the initiating MCPTT User shall at any time have the option of allowing the call to proceed regardless of the state of the presence / acknowledgements (i.e. to "convert" the call to an unacknowledged call).

If an MCPTT Group Call setup request requires determination of presence and/or acknowledgement from affiliated MCPTT Group Members within a certain period of time, the period of time shall be settable by an authorized user.

If an MCPTT Group Call setup request requires determination of presence and/or acknowledgement from affiliated MCPTT Group Members within a certain period of time, the behaviour in response to the expiration of the period of time shall be settable by an authorized user.

If an MCPTT Group Call setup request requires acknowledgement from affiliated MCPTT Group Members, the MCPTT service shall support an indefinite (i.e. infinite) call setup timeout.

If the MCPTT service has knowledge that some affiliated members of a group cannot be participants in an unacknowledged MCPTT Group Call, the MCPTT service shall provide an indication to the requester that the call is proceeding without all affiliated members and should provide the list of the missing members, if practical.

6.2.1.2
Commencement Modes for Private Calls

In the automatic commencement mode, the inviting MCPTT User's voice is audible at the invited MCPTT UE without any action by the invited MCPTT User. In the manual commencement mode, the invited MCPTT User confirms the incoming invitation by taking an appropriate action to accept the invitation to the MCPTT Private Call.
The MCPTT UE shall support automatic commencement mode and manual commencement mode for MCPTT Private Calls.

The MCPTT Service shall provide a manual commencement mode override by which an authorized MCPTT User may request that the invited MCPTT UE answer automatically.

The MCPTT Service shall provide a means by which the calling authorized MCPTT User is notified the called MCPTT User received the MCPTT Private Call request.

The MCPTT service shall require that the called MCPTT User accepts a Manual Commencement Private Call setup request before the audio transmission proceeds.

The MCPTT service shall require that the called MCPTT UE acknowledge receipt of an Automatic Commencement Private Call setup request before the audio transmission will proceed.
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
