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Abstract: Discreet listening capabilities for authorized MCPTT User
Due to the impact on privacy of the MCPTT User and the required operational discretion during Discreet Listening the permission for the use of Discreet Listening should only be available to a very limited subset of specifically authorized MCPTT users. 
As MCPTT Administrators typically have a technical/administrative role in the Mission Critical Organization they should not have this permission.
