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Conclusion and Recommendations


TSG SA WG 1 has studied the Multimedia Broadcast Supplement for PWS.

The study has led to the conclusion that a multimedia broadcast supplement for PWS has no impact on the current PWS.

MBSP requires a multimedia broadcast technology and currently the only multimedia broadcast technology that has been specified by 3GPP is the Multimedia Broadcast Mulitcast Service (MBMS), which is specified in TS 23.246 [3].

Assuming that MBMS is the preferred technology, then some additional mechanisms would have to be specified:

1. A mechanism would have to be developed which makes it possible for a UE to recognize that a link exists between a PWS Warning Notification and a MBSP message.

2. A mechanism would have to be specified in which a UE that receives both the PWS Warning Notification as well as the linked MBSP message can refrain from displaying the PWS Warning Notification.

3. A mechanism would have to be specified in which the area where UEs display the MBSP message (and ignore the linked PWS Warning Notification) is as much as possible the same as the closest approximation of the target area. PWS Warning Notifications are broadcasted in an area which is the closest approximation of the target area.

The study is inconclusive whether MBMS is supported on a UE in limited service state and whether regulatory requirements exist that would require this.

TSG SA WG 1 recommends that normative work will be done when regulatory requirements for an MBSP service are available.
