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Abstract: This contribution aims at proposing a way forward for SA1 considering that the new mandate of SA6 WG will go beyond MCPTT work item.
The work for realease 14 in 3GPP will have to take into account that relsease 13 developments will not only rely on MCPTT stage 1 work (voice only user requirements). Indeed, beyond MCPTT, there are other functions expected by mission critical users for data applications like multimedia. It is only with those functions that LTE networks will be really valuable.
This means 3 different types of focus:

1) 3GPP is first expected to offer the other functions that are already available in TETRA, P25 and TETRAPOL but not specified in SA1 (MCPTT) user requirements:

· Short data services

· Location reporting services uplink 

2) 3GPP is expected to offer functions that bring broadband added value and that are to be taken from OMA and/or ETSI standards:

· Optimized group communication for anytype of media (see  use cases see what I see and SMS group communication)
· Presence management

· Others?

3) Then there are new services for which stage 1 interoperable enablers requirements will have to be written, including (examples to be discussed):
· MCMMS_LTE (MCPTT enhancements for mission critical data service)

· Map sharing

· Common white board, common white board on a map.
· Air ground air services

· Downlink group location reporting

· Remote camera control (action of the camera, such as zoom and uplink transmission command and control).

· More than 1 video management on an event

· Management of different video resolutions on different types of terminals

· Quality of service and priority management enhancement if not finished in R13.

We propose that SA1 concentrates on new functions not to lose time writing requirements for developments already done.

It is also possible to do a gap analysis between what is already used in the existing technologies (OMA/ETSI) that SA6 will base their work on in R13 and the SA1 user requirements. This can be provided in details only by SA6.
