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Abstract: This document contains the view of the Police of the Netherlands on the MCPTT features to be prioritised. Furthermore it proposes to use different terminology.

Justification
To be a valid and useful alternative to TETRA, MCPTT shall have comparable features and performance as TETRA implementations.
2
Proposed terminology
To avoid confusion about the status of the individual MCPTT requirements and features it is proposed not to use the terms “core” and “non-core” but to use “Phase 1” and “Phase 2” instead.

Caution
Even though the categorisation in S1-150237 was done structurally, it is our view that not all requirements have ended up in the right category. Therefore it is proposed not to use S1-150237 as the basis for communication to the downstream groups.
