Justification

Critical communications users are working in groups located in different places. Their ability to communicate quickly in a secure way is a key factor for the success of critical operations.

Thanks to the development of messaging and data transfer in commercial networks, critical communication users see more and more added value in data communications. Many of them have already identified that their communications processes don’t depend on media type. However, data communications defined in 3GPP is primarily for one-to-one communications. As a consequence, there is a need to extend group communications to different kind of media types to support the critical communication users.


Considering that real-time video is special and will be dealt with in a different work item, we We propose to define group communications for non-real-time data (i.e., not voice/audio or real-time video). Particularly, we will ensure resource efficient data group communications. Media types to be considered are short messages and files of any type (maps, files containing non real time video, photo, documents). The management of media type  will be done by different applications that are not in the scope of this work item. This work item will concentrate on group communications. If a specific application is required to read a file (video, pdf, map), it will be out of the scope of this work.
Source of input requirements for DGCOM include:
1) Already existing user requirements and normative work done in the following organizations

a. The TCCA (TETRA and Critical Communication Association)
b. The APCO (Association of Public Safety Communications Officials) Global Alliance

c. OMA (Open Mobile Alliance) has defines PoC Push to Talk over Cellular (version 2.1 and PCPS- for Public Safety)

d. ETSI TCCE user requirements

2) Organizations involved in user requirements in 3GPP have defined user requirements

a. United Kingdom Home Office

b. NPSTC and US department of Commerce

c. French Ministry of Interior

d. Dutch Police

e. German Ministry of Interior
4
Objective

The objective of the work item is to define use cases and requirements for data communications for groups of users. 
Media types to be considered simultaneously are text-based messaging, multimedia messaging, file transfer (photo, non-real-time video file, map or anything to be read by any specific application). The delivery of the media to the group of users need to meet certain performance criteria, e.g. delivery time, guaranteed delivery. application level acknowledgement will lso be considered.
The development of these functions should rely on functions already developed for voice in TS 22.179 (MCPTT stage 1)such as MCPTT Groups and security features.
Requirements will include the following areas :

· Establishment of a group communication lasting while the transmitter has data to transmit.

· Release of the group communication as soon as the transmitter has no more data to transmit.

· Data acknowledgement

· Quality, performance
· Priority and preemption management

· Service availability
· Use of GCSE_LTE
· Use of Proximity Services (Prose)
· Security, confidentiality
· Interactions with voice services
