Considerations on relationship between CATS and existing Access Controls

There are a number of access controls for data traffic built into 3GPP networks as described in TS 22.011[2] clause 4. 
These can be divided into two categories in terms of their nature, one is a white list based control and another is a black list based control. ACDC is the former and the rest are the latter.  
For ACDC, CATS can be applied in addition to ACDC to control traffic from applications, even if access is allowed by ACDC as written in clause 4.5.
For the rest of access controls, since CATS is also a black list based control, a simultaneous application of CATS and the rest of access control do not bring any conflicting behaviour with appropriate operation.

CAT’s application to Access Class 11 – 15 is as written in clause 4.x. 
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
