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1 Introduction

IREG RILTE was in RILTE 41 discussing a proposal to clarify in GSMA PRD IR.92 on how the UE can express erasure of a CDIV and CB supplementary services in Ut reference point. Especially, to clarify the needed UE XCAP operations for such erasure. 
In order to be able to proceed with the proposal, IREG RILTE would need clarity to the following points.
1) Is it mandatory for a UE to support the erasure of CDIV and CB supplementary services in IMS?
2) Assuming the answer to question 1 is yes, what is the correct UE operation for erasure of CDIV and CB supplementary services? IREG RILTE is aware of two alternative methods:

a. To delete the complete <rule> element of the CDIV and CB supplementary services in question from the XML document

b. To deactivate the <rule> element of the CDIV and CB supplementary services in question by inserting <rule-deactivated> and setting the target number to an empty string “”
