Priority in advance of service invocation
It may be necessary in some cases to provide priority treatment to MPS-subscribed UEs prior to MPS application service session requests to improve the probability of an MPS session request being successful and increase the probability of successful session establishment.  For example, priority treatment for the signaling during the UE attachment for radio access and network connectivity.  W ithout such priority treatment, a Service User’s may fail to gain radio access network and CN connectivity which in turn means no access to the MPS application services (e.g., Voice, Video and Data).  Priority treatment in advance of MPS session request will increase the probability of successful MPS session establishment and any associated process for the Service User authorization (e.g., credential collection).  
It shall be possible for a MPS capable radio access network to provide priority to MPS-subscribed UE in advance of MPS application service session invocation.

MPS capable radio access network may provide priority treatment for the signalling (e.g., for the default and IMS signaling bearers establishment) for an MPS-subscribed UE at attachment.  In the case of an always on variant of MPS, this may also be provided for the media.
Note:  Advance Priority does not apply beyond the EPS.  Advance Priority is not on-demand.
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
