Justification

An initial set of requirements supporting Flexible Mobile Service Steering was established in Rel 13.  
Several useful scenarios including introducing the 3rd party in the (S)Gi-LAN and self-configuration of steering policy are not included in Rel-13 requirement. 

Rel-13 assumes that the (S)Gi-LAN network owned by the same operator. There may be a new business model that operators will not provide their own service functions and allow the 3rd party to deploy their service functions in (S)Gi-LAN. In this case, operators can reduce the time of the service to market. Considering to allow the operator to integrate the 3rd (S)Gi-LAN service with operator’s owned (S)Gi-LAN service,  how to support flexible mobile service steering for user’s traffic under this condition needs investigation. In this case, the charging information associated with the IP traffic routed to the 3rd (S)Gi-LAN need to be collected by the operator for the settlement between the operator and 3rd party.
Rel-13 assumes the service function information is pre-configured in the 3GPP network. The pre-configuration of service function information requires extra O&M work, it can not support new service function deployment in a real time manner. If 3GPP network can be aware of the availability information (e.g. what type of the SF is availability) of (S)Gi-LAN, those issues can be addressed.

This study item is intended to introduce new scenarios and potential requirements for the additional functionality related to flexible mobile service steering.
4
Objective

The objective is to study use cases and propose potential requirements to enhance flexible mobile service steering developed in Rel-13. Some candidate scenarios are listed in the following: 

1. Support third party owned (S)Gi-LAN service is used by the operator for user’s IP traffic.
2. Support charging to the user traffic routed to 3rd party (S)Gi-LAN network.
3. Support service chain status awareness.
Note: The study is not limited to the above candidate scenarios.
