3	Justification
The essential requirements supporting Flexible Mobile Service Steering have been specified in Rel-13.  
The requirement of traffic steering policies for home routed is specified, but the traffic steering policies for local breakout haven’t been specified yet in the Rel-13 requirement. As many operators had deployed the network based on the local breakout model, several scenarios and use cases of FMSS for local breakout are required to be investigated. 
The service functions and their characteristics may differ between VPLMN and HPLMN. There may be different scenarios for FMSS with local breakout due to the different roaming agreements between the HPLMN and the VPLMN. This study item is intended to introduce the scenarios and potential requirements for the local breakout case related to flexible mobile service steering.
