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	Reason for change:
	The purpose of this CR is to align the Stage 1 requirements in Section 5.11 of TS 22.153 with terminology in the existing Stage 2 specifications in TS 23.401.

While TS 22.153 (Section 5.11) refers simply to load balancing, load balancing and load re-balancing are defined separately in Stage 2 specifications in TS 23.401 in Sections 4.3.7.2 and 4.3.7.3 respectively.  Stage 1 should be clear that the requirements apply to both.

Load balancing provides a means for the eNodeB, at the time of Attach, to randomly select amongst a set of MMEs comprising an MME Pool.  

Load rebalancing provides a means to move UEs between MMEs within a given MME Pool.  Load rebalancing may be applied to “off-load a cross-section of its subscribers” as per Section 4.3.7.3 of TS 23.401.  In the case where not all UEs are offloaded, MPS users should be exempt from rebalancing to minimize risk of disruption of service to MPS.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	The Stage 1 requirement is corrected to also provide an exemption from load rebalancing, and to align with existing Stage 2 specifications.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Incorrect implementation may result if it is not clear that the reference to “load balancing” also applies to “load re-balancing” as made explicit by this CR.

5.11  Network Management Functions

Based on regional/national requirements and network operator policy, an MPS session shall be exempted from network management controls up to the point where further exemption would cause network instability. Congestion controls, overload controls, load balancing, and load re-balancing shall not adversely impact MPS.
