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Justification

Providing coverage and capacity cost effectively in venues and other commercial premises is a growing challenge for mobile operators. These premises, such as hotels, malls, office buildings, sports arenas, are also often associated with high concentration of subscribers as well as high per subscriber data demand.
Covering these types of premises purely from outside is getting more and more difficult especially as the data demand increases. The scope of the study item is to explore how these premises could be served by indoor LTE networks on-site, without the indoor LTE network being specifically tied to a single network operator only.  
4
Objective

To investigate use cases and requirements for indoor LTE network deployments, which are not specifically tied to a single network operator only. Specifically the following shall be studied:
· Identification of scenarios & use cases
· Traffic onloading and offloading onto indoor LTE networks on control of the network operator
· Services supported by indoor LTE networks
· Regulatory aspects (e.g. emergency call support)

Note: The Small Cell Forum has not considered the indoor deployment of small cells owned and operated by a third party providing shared access to PLMNs.
