5.x	Use Case N	TV Services on LTE Networks
5.x.1	Description
A TV service may comprise different types of content such as linear TV programmes, on-demand TV and associated programme information. The resolution of TV programmes can range from SD over HD to UHD. Linear TV services may either be offered free-to-air or based on particular subscription schemes. Free-to-air TV services are intended to be received without a SIM-card and without requiring a user to be registered to a LTE network. Subscription based access to TV services shall be possible to users subscribing to the network of the MNO offering the TV service or roaming subscribers of other MNOs. While receiving TV services users shall be able to make use of other 3GPP provided services they might be subscribed to, such as voice, SMS or data.
5.x.2		Pre-conditions 
An MNO dedicates radio resources to provide a TV service over an LTE network.
5.x.3	Service Flows
TV services on LTE networks are provided by an MNO to receivers that might be subscribers of the MNO or roaming subscribers. Users shall be able to make use of other 3GPP services they are subscribed to while receiving a TV service on a LTE network.
5.x.4	Post-conditions
Users are happily enjoying exciting TV programs provided through a TV service on a LTE network. 
5.x.5	Potential Requirements
The 3GPP network shall allow the MNO to provide TV services. Subscription based TV programmes shall be accessible to both MNO’s subscribers and roaming subscribers.
Free-to-air TV services shall be accessible to all users, including those without a SIM-card and without requiring a user to be registered to a LTE network.
While receiving TV programmes subscribers shall be able to make use of other services they are subscribed to such as voice, data or SMS.
The 3GPP network shall support combinations of linear and on-demand TV content as well as associated programme information. The 3GPP network shall be able to offer TV programmes in SD, HD and UHD resolution.
