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Abstract: In the current version of V2X TR, the term V2P Service is used. For editorial purposes, this paper proposes some options for consideration to finalize the definition of it.
1. Considerations
In the current version of TR, the term “V2P Service” is already used in the agreed Use Case, even for the definition of “V2X Service”. It is good to have a definition of V2P Service as it is not complementarily explained by any of already existing definitions in TR: V2V Service, V2I Service, and V2X Service.
2. Possible Options

Referring to the current way of defining other types of V2X in TR version 0.2.0, we may consider the following, but not limited to, options:
Option 1:

V2P Service: a type of V2X Service, where both parties of the unilateral or bilateral communication are UEs using V2P application. 
Option 2:

V2P Service: a type of communication service to transport V2X application message, where one party is a vehicle and the other party is a UE carried by an individual (e.g. handheld terminal carried by a pedestrian, cyclist, driver or passenger).

Definitions and abbreviations

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. 
A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Road Side Unit: an entity supporting V2I Service that can transmit to, and receive from a UE using V2I application. RSU is implemented in an eNodeB or a stationary UE. 
V2I Service: a type of V2X Service, where one party is a UE and the other party is an RSU both using V2I application.

V2P Service: a type of V2X Service, where both parties of the unilateral or bilateral communication are UEs using V2P application. <or> a type of communication service to transport V2X application message, where one party is a vehicle and the other party is a UE carried by an individual (e.g. handheld terminal carried by a pedestrian, cyclist, driver or passenger).
V2V Service: a type of V2X Service, where both parties of the communication are UEs using V2V application.  
V2X Service: a type of communication service that involves a transmission or receiving UE using V2X application. Based on the other party involved in the communication, it can be further divided into V2V Service, V2I Service, and V2P Service. 
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
