Control of traffic when using Unlicensed Spectrum

Description

LTE-WiFi Aggregation (LWA) and License Assisted Access (LAA) are two features whereby a UE is connected to two access technologies at the same time, i.e., a primary access and a secondary access, where the secondary access technology operates in unlicensed spectrum. In these particular cases, the secondary access technology may be represented by a LAA cell or a WLAN including a set of one or more WLAN APs.
In order to realize MNO controlled offload in the operator deployed network, the network operator uses information (e.g. user profile, network operator’s policies, RAT type, application characteristics) to define traffic offload policies for unlicensed spectrum. These policies are used to steer the subscriber’s traffic to appropriate access technologies.

Requirements

31.2.1
Control requirements

According to operator policy, a UE may offload traffic from the operator network using licensed spectrum to unlicensed spectrum.

The network operator shall be able to configure or provision and enforce policy rules to control the offload of traffic to unlicensed spectrum.

Unlicensed offload policy shall be able to distinguish between uplink and downlink traffic.
