Overview
The Massive Internet of Things introduces new operational considerations to a 3GPP system.  While some support for IoT will be provided by current systems, there is room for improvement in the operational aspects that can be designed into a 5G system whereas they are not easily retrofitted into an existing system.  This family includes the operational aspects that will apply to the wide range of IoT devices and services anticipated in the 5G timeframe.  These aspects are derived from the use cases included in [2] and cover security needs for IoT as well as support for network servers/applications and devices to identify, address and reach each other.
