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Abstract: New proposed requirements on leaving a video stream. These requirements were not found in another MCService and are particularly key for video due to the high bandwidth of a video stream and the chance that a user cannot watch video at that time. It is proposed that whenever a video stream has been set up a user can choose to leave the stream without de-affiliating and so saving on unnecessary transmissions.

5.1.3.1
Leaving an in progress video communication
[V-UK.73-xxx] The MCVideo service shall provide a means for a receiving MCVideo User to cancel receipt of a video stream on an MCVideo UE.

[V-UK.73-xxx] When a MCVideo User cancels receipt of a video stream on an MCVideo UE, that MCVideo UE ceases to receive the video stream but maintains the credentials such that the MCVideo user can select to rejoin the video stream.

[V-UK.73-xxx] The MCVideo service shall provide a means for a MCVideo User to rejoin a video stream on a MCVideo UE from which they have previously cancelled receiving the video stream. This ceases to apply if the video stream has terminated for any reason.

[V-UK.73-xxx] When an MCVideo User cancels receipt of a video stream and has no other MCVideo UE receiving that video stream, an indication is sent to the sending MCVideo User to alert them that the receiving user in question has left the video stream.

[V-UK.73-xxx] If all receiving members of a video stream have left the video stream, the sending user shall be given an indication that all users have left and given the choice to end the video stream or continue sending the video for storage available for subsequent download by the other users.
