Services configurable by the HPLMN to be allowed or prohibited when 3GPP PS Data Off is enabled in the UE 
10.1
Description

3GPP PS Data Off is a feature which allows an operator to configure services for which IP packets transport via PDN connections in 3GPP access networks are allowed when the feature is enabled.  .
10.2
Requirements
The 3GPP system shall provide a mechanism by which an operator can configure which services are defined as 3GPP PS Data Off Exempt Services for the operator’s own subscribers.
Each of the following services shall be configurable by the HPLMN operator on a per PLMN basis to be part of the 3GPP PS Data Off Exempt Services set:

-
Supplementary Service settings management via the Ut interface using XCAP;

-
voice calls over IMS;

-
SMS over IMS;

-
Device Management over PS;

-
USSD over IMS (USSI);

-
video calls over IMS; 
-
services that are part of the Rich Communication Suite (RCS) as defined in GSMA PRD RCC.61 [17];

-
MPS [16]. 

3GPP PS Data Off may be active based on roaming status.

Note:
The user should be made aware of the services that are 3GPP PS Data Off Exempt Services.

When 3GPP PS Data Off is enabled in the UE, then for all services that are not 3GPP PS Data Off Exempt Services the UE shall:

-
disable uplink data; and

-
inform the network in order to prevent downlink data and maintain the consistency and accuracy of accounting information used for user and inter-operator charging.
