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Abstract: Based on the conversation releated chapters in MCData TR 22.880v1.1.0, this contribution proposes the definition of conversation and conversation ID. 

As described in subclause 5.10, 5.11 and 11.2.2.1, the conversation mechanism is introduced in TR 22.880. However, "conversation" is a new terminology which has never appeared in TR 22.880 and is different from common understandings of conversation. 

In general, a conversation is always regarded as a fully and completely data communication. While the "conversation" in TR 22.880 refers to a collection of messages which is linked to the same topic, and multiple concurrent conversations are allowed within a group/one-to-one data communication. So an explicit definition shall be given into TR 22.880.
It is proposed to add the following definitions into the new TS MCData:

Definitions

Conversation: A series of messages that are linked to the same topic within a group or one-to-one data communication.
Conversation ID: An identifier that uniquely identifies a conversation within a group or one-to-one data communication.
