5G system must be compliant with various lawful, legal and regulatory requirements. Identification of subscription is an important requirement in some countries and is performed independently of devices, objects or mobile equipment (ME). 
The property status of devices or objects is uncertain.  From the legal point of view, the property  (ownership status of a specific device or object) is not always defined or known. 

Regular use is a presumption of property. It is not a proof or a legal title. 
Some “grey” devices do not have an owner, since the owner may face potential tax and Legal issues, if he recognizes the ownership.

Potential Operational Requirements

5G devices shall store device identities in a secure and tamper resistant way in order to prevent device identification tampering, when required.
5G devices shall display the device identity in a consistent manner, not requiring detailed knowledge of the device's user interface, when required.

The 3GPP system shall be able to support identification of subscriptions independently of identification of devices.
