Abstract: New proposed requirements on video performance. These requirements assume there is a distinction between urgent and non-urgent real time video.

[V-UK.73-xxx] When urgent real time video streaming is commenced at an MCVideo UE, the actual video stream shall commence within 2 s of the command to start.

[V-UK.73-xxx] End to end delay for urgent real time video streaming from transmitted MCVideo UE to receiving MCVideo UE or console shall be no more than 1 s.

[V-UK.73-xxx] A sending MCVideo UE may be configured to begin storing video immediately from the time the user requests. In this case the end to end delay shall not exceed 1 s plus the commencement delay (up to 2 s).

[V-UK.73-xxx] End to end delay for non-urgent real time video streaming from transmitted MCVideo UE to receiving MCVideo UE shall be no more than 10 s.

[V-UK.73-xxx] Synchronisation between video and audio when played at the MCVideo receiving UE or console shall be within 50 ms.
