1. Introduction

This document proposes corrections of some Rel-13 MCPTT requirements for Location form 22.179 as they are transferred to the MCCore document 22.280. The rationale for making each of the change is described in S1-160121.

5.12 Location
 
[R-5.12-001a] The MCService shall support obtaining and conveying Location information describing the position of the MCService UE.

[R-5.12-001b] The MCService should support obtaining and conveying high accuracy Location information describing the position of the MCService UE.

 [R-5.12-002] The MCService shall provide for the flexibility to convey future formats of Location information.
[R-5.12-003] The MCService shall provide a means for MCService Administrators to manage the privacy of Location information for MCService Users within their authority. 

[R-5.12-004] An authorized MCService User shall be able to control the supplying of Location information by the MCService UE for MCPTT communications.

 
[R-5.12-005] The conveyed Location information shall be the most recently obtained information about the position of the MCService UE at the time of the Location information conveyance.

[R-5.12-006] The MCService shall be capable of configuring and re-configuring one or more Location information update triggers (i.e., identified conditions that, when satisfied, cause the MCService UE to report its current Location information).
[R-5.12-007] The MCService shall be able to modify Location information update triggers of an MCPTT User  while the MCPTT User is on the network.

[R-5.12-008] The MCService shall provide a means for an MCService UE to send a Location information update whenever a trigger condition is satisfied (e.g., initial registration, distance travelled, elapsed time, cell change, tracking area change, PLMN change, MCService communication initiation).

[R-5.12-009] The MCService shall provide a means for an MCService UE to send a Location information update whenever the MCService User initiates an MCService Emergency Alert.

[R-5.12-010] The MCService shall provide a means for an MCService UE to send a Location information update whenever the MCService User initiates an MCService Emergency Group Communication.

[R-5.12-012] The MCService shall provide a means for an MCService UE to send a Location information update if the MCService User is in an MCService Emergency State and a configured amount of time has passed since the previous location information update.

[R-5.12-013] The MCService shall provide a means for an MCService UE to send a Location information update whenever a trigger condition is satisfied while the MCService User is in MCService Emergency State (e.g., initial registration, distance travelled, elapsed time, cell change, tracking area change, PLMN change, MCService communication initiation).

NOTE 1:
The Location information update triggers for an MCService User in an MCService Emergency State might be different than the Location information update triggers used when the MCService User is not in an MCService Emergency State.

[R-5.12-014] The MCService shall provide a means for an MCService Administrator to define geographical areas to be used for Location information update triggers for MCService Users within their authority.

[R-5.12-015] The MCService shall provide a means for an MCService UE in a predefined area to send a Location information update whenever a trigger condition is satisfied (e.g., initial registration, distance travelled, elapsed time, cell change, tracking area change, PLMN change, MCService communication initiation).

NOTE 2:
The Location information update triggers for an MCService User in a predefined area might be different than the Location information update triggers used when the MCService User is not in a predefined area.
