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Abstract: New proposed requirements on video modes. There are requirements in MCVideo for low latency video streams which may or may not be considered as Emergency but it is wrong to assume that all video streams need to comply with the same low latency. Furthermore there are times when a video stream cannot be setup immediately due to busy transport network and the low Emergency nature but it is very important to capture what is visible in front of camera now and may not still be visible a short time later. In summary there is a difference in an MCVideo service between Emergency and urgency which is not the same in MCPTT.
To avoid dimensioning a service to only cope with the most urgent requirements it is proposed to allow for different modes of video. Proposed modes are:

i) Urgent streamed: to cope with tight time critical continuing operations which may include visual feedback or watching for a trigger event.

ii) Non-urgent streamed: to cope with other streamed video which do not need the same low latency and may be used for normal surveillance activities video supported event handling etc.
iii) Non real time: which is where the actual event at the precise time is important but it is sufficient to record, forward and store for later access. An example might be to record a vehicle in a current but transient traffic violation to have access to retrieve the license plate and to help recall the situation around the violation.

Description
Although MCVideo requires low latency video streams not all video streams need to comply with the same low latency and there are even some situations where the latency is not at all important but it is very important to capture what is visible in front of camera at the precise time. These different requirements do not necessarily relate to the level of situational Emergency and so there is a difference in an MCVideo service between Emergency and urgency which is not the same in MCPTT.

To avoid dimensioning a service to only cope with the most urgent requirements all the time or to have the user community invoke Emergency just to mark a video as low latency video modes are introduced.

Requirements
[V-UK.73-xxx] MCVideo transmissions shall be identified in one of three modes i) urgent real time, ii) non-urgent real time, iii) non real time.

[V-UK.73-xxx] The MCVideo shall provide a mechanism for an MCVideo Administrator to set the preferred video mode for an MCVideo Group.

[V-UK.73-xxx] The MCVideo shall provide a mechanism for an MCVideo Administrator to set the allowed video modes for an MCVideo Group.

[V-UK.73-xxx] An MCVideo UE shall choose to set the video mode according to configuration for the device, the user, the group selected and the situation (e.g. Emergency…) as appropriate.
